THE Al AND MACHINE LEARNING ERA

he rise of Al and machine learning should no longer come as a sur-
prise. For business professionals, experts, inventors, and investors, it is
now a fact of life. Through science, art, and technology, human beings
are progressing at a much faster rate than ever before and to protect
this, the use of intellectual property (IP) is imperative.

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Legal disputes relating to the infringement and validity of European
patents are currently heard by national courts. After ratification by
Germany in February, the long-awaited “patent package” comprising
Unitary Patent and Unified Patent Jurisdiction, will come into force
on June 1st, 2023. Head of Greater Europe Patent Litigation at
Sanofi, Mathilde Rauline, takes us on a tour of the post-UPC world.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What is the scope
of your activity at Sanofi?

Mathilde Rauline: My career started in
the food industry. I was a patent attorney
at Nestlé. I then moved to Sanofi, which 1
subsequently left to join a French law firm
that specialized in patent litigation, before
coming back to Sanofi a couple of years
ago. As the head of greater Europe for pat-
ent litigation, I prepare for and coordinate
patent litigation in the region.

I am a European and French Patent attor-
ney, and I am also admitted to the Paris
Bar: 1 have a dual competency (scientific
and legal) which is an asset when dealing
with patent judges. Having two hats means
that you have a good command of the pro-
cedures and rules of law of the European
Patent Office and of the national courts.
This duality allows me to think differently
and to find the finer points, or appreciate
technological nuances and complexities.
National magistrates are used to working
with people with a legal background, while
the European Patent Office culture is more
scientific, with a different reasoning. The
Unified Patent Court will be a mix of both,
with legally qualified and technically quali-
fied judges sitting in the same panel.

How is the IP department at Sanofi
organized?

Our IP department comprises trademark
and patent attorneys, as well as a sup-
port group. Patent attorneys are located
in France, Germany, Belgium, the United
Kingdom and the United States. We also
have members of our department in Chi-
na, Japan and Brazil, although our largest
departments are still in France and the
United States.

Patent attorneys across Sanofi sites spe-

cialized in biology, chemistry, digital or
medical devices. In addition to the patent
attorneys that build our portfolios and pro-
tection strategies, some have specialization
in business development (acquisitions or
divestures, licenses of some of our portfo-
lio). There is also the global litigation team,
to which I belong. The IP department also
includes an operations team.

At what point will the UPC intervene
in your process?

In the life of patents, especially in the phar-
maceutical industry, litigation often takes
place at a very late stage.

Ultimately the UPC will have exclusive ju-
risdiction over European patents, but until
2030 (or maybe 2037) it will be possible
to escape the UPC jurisdiction and have
patent cases decided by national courts in
Europe — as is the case today. This transi-
tional period gives users time to refine their
business model, to get to know the court
and its regional and local divisions, their
strengths and specificities. The transitional
period also allows each company to choose
to take part in the process of building the
jurisprudence of this new court, or to wait
until the jurisprudence is well established
before bringing cases before it.

As the UPC is a completely new system, the
court will start with untested rules of pro-
cedure and with no established case law. In
its initial years, it will be difficult to assess
with confidence the chances of success of
a given case, but it is also the perfect time
for bringing creative ideas to the court, or
insert into UPC case-law the best ideas of a
given jurisdiction.

The pharmaceutical industry will mostly
be adopting a wait-and-see approach at
the very beginning of the UPC, but will
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be following the UPC developments with
interest.

What are the main strengths of the UPC
system?

The UPC will render decisions quick-
er than national jurisdictions: within 12
months for a UPC decision on the merits
of a given case, whereas major European
countries tends to take between 18 and 24
months.

Another strength is the quality of the judg-
es who have been recruited: they are rec-
ognised for their expertise in the patent
world. These judges will have the opportu-
nity to build case-law which takes into ac-
count the best of what is proposed in each
jurisdiction.

The geographical scope of decisions is
also very interesting: a single decision will
be enforceable in 17 European countries
— and in the future up to 24 or even all
European Union member states. Howev-
er, as far as the pharmaceutical industry
is concerned, two of the biggest litigation
countries, Spain and United Kingdom, re-
main outside the jurisdiction of th UPC at
present,therefore parallel litigation before
multiple jurisdictions is likely to continue
for some time.

What impact will the UPC have on your
contracts?

Attorneys should consider whether the
new clauses should be negotiated and in-
corporated into contracts containing patent
provisions, or whether discussions should
be re-opened when contracts are already
signed: R&D or collaboration agreements,
patent licenses, etc.

For example it is advisable to clarify which
party can decide on the opt-out, who is
responsible for performing it — or which
party is responsible for answering to decla-
rations of non-infringement (in a situation
where deadlines are very tight before the
UPQ), if this party has to consult the other
party before answering such a declaration,
and so on.

How do you manage patents at interna-
tional level?

We generally go through the PCT (Patent
Cooperation Treaty) system, i.e. the inter-
national patent system, then enter the re-
gional and national phase in a number of
countries depending of the type of inven-
tion. Usually, the pharmaceutical industry
chooses a wide geographical scope.

The ‘patent package’ (UP and UPC) will

bring a change at the end of the Europe-
an examination procedure, when choosing
the geographical scope of the European
title. Tt will be possible to have a unitary
patent covering the 17 member countries,
with annuities amounting to only four or
five countries, or to choose national valida-
tions of the European patent with as many
or as little countries as needed. This will
require strategic and budgetary reflection.

Will the opt-out be the responsibility of
the patent attorney?

Each patent attorney is responsible for a
portfolio and takes decisions, in agree-
ment with Sanofi’s IP strategy and with
its research and business partners. Sanofi
patent attorneys have made the UP/UPC
exercise for each patent of their portfolio.
Choices generally available are: a unitary
patent (that will be litigated before the
UPCQ), a classical European patent (that can
be litigated before a national court or be-
fore the UPC), or an opted out European
patent (that will be litigated before national
courts).

How do you see the future of the UPC in
the medium term?

In seven years’ time, I expect the UPC will
be the exclusive patent jurisdiction, it will
no longer be possible to avoid it. We ex-
pect some industries (tech, for example) to
use UPC very intensely from day one, and
other industries (like pharma) to adopt a
wait-and-see attitude for the first few years.
The UPC will handle a lot of litigation, and
many of the questions unanswered will be
better clarified over time.

Would you have a recommendation on
UPC strategy?

If patent litigation is not a regular part of the
business of your company, but your mar-
ket covers multiple European countries,
the main question to ask when deciding
whether to make use of the new UP/UPC
system is: “can we afford a unitary patent™
If you can, you will greatly increase your
level of geographical protection with a uni-
tary patent, with no additional risk.

If patent litigation is a regular part of your
business, you can build sophisticated strat-
egies to make the best use of an untested
system (the UPC) or of the well-known na-
tional litigation process and case-law.

In conclusion, the UPC is a complex and
well-designed system, albeit with many un-
answered questions on rules of procedure
and jurisprudence. ¢

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EPLAW vice president Cordula Schumacher and board member
Philippe Campolini discuss their involvement in the organization,
the challenges and opportunities of the Unified Patent Court (UPC)
and emphasize the potential for Al to integrate into the current
patent system without requiring a complete overhaul.

LEADERS LEAGUE: Can you briefly de-
scribe your role at EPLAW, and provide
an overview of the organization, includ-
ing subscriber numbers and territories
covered?

Cordula Schumacher: The European
Patent Lawyers Association (EPLAW) is
an organization comprised of experienced
patent lawyers from private practice across
Europe, focusing on those with a rich
background in patent litigation. Its mem-
bers are among the most experienced and
renowned patent litigators in Europe.
EPLAW holds special significance for me,
as 1 became acquainted with it through
Young EPLAW, an annual congress in
Brussels for younger lawyers. Over the
years, I've made numerous friends within
the organization who have become part of
my personal network, making it more than
just a professional association.

Currently, I serve as a vice president on
the board and hold the position of presi-
dent-elect. I am set to take over the presi-
dency from Sture Rygaard at the end of this
year. EPLAW has been a major motivating
factor in my career as a patent lawyer, and
attending the annual congress and connect-
ing with people in the organization contin-
ues to be a heartwarming experience.

Philippe Campolini: It has been a plea-
sure to be part of this organization of ref-
erence for patent litigation in Europe, one
boasting a strong network of exceptional
colleagues and good friends. The young
EPLAW model contributes significantly to
our success, with its members transitioning
into the EPLAW proper over the years.

As a current board member, I am excited to
become EPLAW’s new secretary at the end
of this year. This position will allow me to

further contribute to EPLAW’s growth and
strengthen its impact in the patent litiga-
tion landscape across Europe.

What is the association’s global reach in
terms of registered countries and mem-
bership count?

CS: We have approximately 400 members
across Europe, including in the UK and
other non-European Union countries.

The most active countries in patent litiga-
tion, such as the Netherlands, UK, Ger-
many, and France, play a significant role,
but the association also encompasses all
European countries like the Nordic coun-
tries, Spain, Italy, Switzerland, Austria or
Belgium. To maintain balance, the associ-
ation’s board ensures representation from
both larger and smaller countries based
on their size and involvement in patent
litigation.

What are the challenges associated with
the UPC and the patent harmoniza-
tion process, versus traditional patent
systems?

PC: The new Unified Patent Court system
is not intended to immediately replace the
old system, but rather to be an addition-
al layer that complements it and provides
new options and opportunities. It is only
after the transitional phase of seven to 14
years that litigation relating to European
and Unitary patents will be handled exclu-
sively by the UPC. Skeptics can choose to
stay outside the new system and observe it
during this time.

While there is still uncertainty, balanced
approaches can be taken to avoid putting
all eggs in the same basket. Overall, the new
system should be viewed as an opportunity
rather than a threat, as it will contribute to
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and accelerate the harmonization process.
International discussions between judges
are crucial to the harmonization process
that began long ago, with conferences like
the one last September in Venice. Judges
bringing their experience back to their
national courts is expected to be a major
benefit of the new system.

CS: Choosing national court litigation in-
stead of the Unified Patent Court may be
a strategic decision in certain situations,
such as smaller cases or localized infringe-
ment. While the UPC offers a unified ap-
proach, national court litigation may pro-
vide more strategic options for lawyers.
However, this also adds complexity and
requires careful counseling and advice to
clients. Despite these challenges, lawyers
are equipped to navigate the complexities
and use available strategic options.

How has EPLAW contributed to the
implementation of the Unified Patent
Court (UPC)?

PC: The development of the Unified Pat-
ent Court has made significant progress
due to the dedication of EPLAW’s found-
ing members who have been involved in
various projects related to the UPC even
before it took its current form. Although
efforts to harmonize patent laws date back
to the early 1960s, the early 2000s saw a
resurgence of enthusiasm for this initia-
tive, with the founding members investing
substantial energy and leveraging their ex-
tensive networks to advance the project.
CS: The

Community patent project

played a significant role in the formation

of EPLAW, as many key members have
been involved in the project since its in-
ception. EPLAW has consistently sup-
ported the project by participating in the
drafting of procedural rules and providing
training. Harmonization has been a key
topic of discussion during the organiza-
tion’s annual meetings and other confer-
ences, and what's more, EPLAW has es-
tablished strong relationships with various
stakeholders, including the European Pat-
ent Office and the European Commission.
Engaging all stakeholders is crucial for
the success of such a project. The Venice
Conference is just one aspect of EPLAW’s
involvement in the patent project.

Does your work with the UPC involve
counseling or interacting with judges?
CS: EPLAW has observer status on the
Administrative Committee and aims to
provide feedback and valuable insights
to the committee, judges, and Presidium
based on its members’ experiences. We
plan to address various issues once the
system is operational and serve as a con-
duit for feedback and commentary to en-
sure that it reaches relevant parties for the
improvement of the system.

What is EPLAW’s position on Al, partic-
ularly concerning patenting software,
ownership of patent rights, and the po-
tential to file patents on Al modeliza-
tion and its applications?

CS: The current system should be ob-
served to determine if it needs to be over-
hauled or if it can handle the existing
challenges. Despite the skepticism, it is
important to consider if the mechanisms

and requirements already in place can ef-
fectively address most concerns, as similar
issues have been faced and normalized in
the past, such as patent infringement on
the internet. Therefore, it is possible for
Al-related challenges to become integrat-
ed into the current system without a com-
plete reinvention of the patent system.
There is optimism for the next generation
to address any challenges posed by Al

PC: The patent attorneys will be in the
front line for patenting innovation in the
field of artificial intelligence. There is a lot
of relevant case law from the EPO on com-
puter-implemented inventions that can be
applied. The current patent system does
not need a complete overhaul, and there
will be ways to protect innovations in Al &

Funeral Manager, a leading Belgian software company, is revolution-
izing the European funeral industry with its cutting-edge solutions.
The company’s founder, Danilo Abraini, shares how connectivity
and Al-powered software are reshaping this age-old activity.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What is the story
behind your company, and how have
you managed to balance technology and
funeral services to meet the needs of
funeral directors?

Danilo Abraini: Our adventure began
with Funeral Manager, a project initiated
around 2011-2012. The idea arose from
my experience working at a funeral home
between 2010 and 2018. I discovered the
profession and realized that we could really
help people, which was much more valu-
able to me than simply selling computers,
which is what I had been doing.

I was drawn to the profession and sought
to combine my computer skills with what
I had learned from working with funer-
al directors. T quickly noticed that many
processes were redundant and time-con-
suming, yet there were no suitable soft-
ware solutions available. What third-party
services existed, were outdated and not
tailored to the needs of funeral companies.
That’s when I decided to bring in Francois
Ducobu, a childhood friend and talented
programmer, to create software that would
revolutionize this industry. Together, we
found the necessary funding to launch our
project in 2015.

What specific niche does your company
focus on in the funeral market, and who
are your main competitors?

Funeral Manager focuses on a B2B solution
for funeral homes, which represents a spe-
cific niche in the funeral market. Our main
competitors are software publishers, but
very few of them have adapted to the specif-
ic demands of the funeral industry.

Many companies have tried to create
modular ERPs that could be used for any
profession, but these do not work for the
funeral industry. It is a very specific pro-
fession that requires custom designed tools
in order to manage the activity of a funeral
home efficiently.

What potential exists for the expansion
of digital services in the funeral industry
in Europe?

In Belgium, the digitalization of funer-
al homes is less advanced than in France
due to complex regional and linguistic
regulations, unlike France, which has es-
tablished a mandatory standardized quote
imposed by the government, Belgium has
never had suitable software for funeral
homes. Companies still use pen and paper.
However, the difficulties faced by Belgian
funeral homes in complying with regional
requirements ultimately led to the arrival of
this powerful funeral software, which now
facilitates their work. Our position in Bel-
gium is solid, thanks in part to the recent
acquisition of a competitor.

Switzerland also presents similar challeng-
es, with three languages and different gov-
ernments. We secured our first client there
in April.

Our presence in the French market goes
back about three years. This November,
we will exhibit at the Funéraire Paris 2023
trade show, where we will showcase our
new technology and the latest version of
our software, currently in the testing and
fine-tuning phase. We will target other
European countries in 2024, such as the
Netherlands and Spain.

Our approach is to adapt to the local needs
and specificities of each country, in order
to preserve the customization and rele-
vance of our software. Although the funeral
sector is fairly similar throughout Europe,
there are some notable cultural differences
between countries.

What impact did the pandemic have on
the funeral industry?

The pandemic had a disastrous econom-
ic impact on funeral homes. On the one
hand, Covid led to an increase in deaths,
but unlike other businesses where cus-
tomers could delay a purchase, for funeral
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homes, once a death has occurred, there
is no second chance, and the absence of
ceremonies, such as wakes, led to a dras-
tic decrease in revenue. Because of sanitary
restrictions, flowers and other products
sold for such ceremonies could no longer
be offered. In addition, the situation was
complicated in terms of safety, as funeral
homes did not know how to handle the fu-
nerals of people who died from Covid-19.
On the other hand, the demand for digi-
tal services such as electronic signatures
and online administrative management
increased because of Covid, which helped
companies maintain their activity.

Is Funeral Manager dragging the funeral
industry into the 21st century?

The funeral industry has undergone rapid
evolution but had accumulated a certain
technological shortfall and a lack of ser-
vices in the 2000s and 2010s. Today, the
new generation is looking for internet and
video tributes, as well as many other ser-
vices are not possible if one sticks to the
traditional version of the profession.
Professionals in the sector, such as funer-
al-home operators, must now manage mul-
tiple new aspects. Our mission, therefore,
has been to reconcile the funeral industry
with technology, by providing them with
simple and fast tools allowing them to carry
out some formalities in a few clicks, export
data to their partners, manage ceremonies,
video tributes or make administrative assis-
tance after death more fluid. The aim is to
simplify their job so that they can dedicate
more time to bereaved families.

We constantly improve integration and
centralize everything to make the pro-
cess easier for our clients. Thus, we have
integrated various solutions to make our

clients’ lives easier and save time. Among
these are Enaos (administrative assistance
after death) Fragment (online obituaries
& tribute videos), FuneUp (a digital mar-
ketplace platform), Sorenir (administrative
assistance after death), Cybille and Haeven
(generation of announcements).

What new innovations and trends are
coming in the funeral industry?

Initially, innovation for us meant propos-
ing a full cloud solution, which was a scary
concept, as it was new at the time. Just
like artificial intelligence today, the cloud
caused fear of change. However, over time,
it became commonplace. With artificial
intelligence, many other possibilities can
open up for us, such as analytics, which
will allow for faster development through
code correction and security flaw detec-
tion tools. We are already integrating Al
into our system, for example, to retouch
pixelated photos or write reviews and an-
nouncements. We are also working on its
application to facilitate billing and writ-
ing reminder letters, among other things.
Additionally, Al tools can also help opti-
mize servers and reduce the environmen-
tal impact of computing. Environmentally
friendly funerals are also a new trend. With
increasing urbanization, space for burial is
limited and cremation has a negative en-
vironmental impact. More sustainable and
environmentally friendly options such as
the emergence of electric hearses. Looking
further ahead new solutions for human
remains, such as aquamation or humusa-
tion that offer a more eco-friendly way of
returning the body to the earth.

In the next five to ten years, there will like-
ly be many exciting innovations in the fu-
neral industry. ¢

Luxembourg-based EarthLab offers innovative data analytics and Al
solutions for the burgeoning space industry. CEO Thomas Friederich
discusses the company’s approach to navigating the intersection
between the space industry and insurance sectors, the former’s IP
assets, and regulatory challenges in the space sector.

LEADERS LEAGUE: Can you shed light
on the early development of EarthLab
since its foundation in 2015, and how
the company initially evaluated its ser-
vice offerings in the expanding space
industry?

Thomas Friederich: In 2015, Telespazio, a
subsidiary of Thales-Leonardo, recognized
the untapped potential in private-sector
Earth observation. Consequently, the com-
pany established EarthLabs, a network of
specialized facilities focusing on various
sectors. Key parts include EarthLab Aqui-
taine, concentrating on viticulture, and
EarthLab Luxembourg, dedicated to risk
management for insurance and industry.
Telespazio France collaborated with Lux-
embourg-based organizations to create
EarthLab as a joint venture, combining ex-
pertise in Earth observation, space domain
management, and Big Data infrastructure.

In the current economic landscape, how
does your company navigate the inter-
section between the space industry and
insurance and reinsurance sectors, given
your technology-driven approach and re-
liance on satellite data?

Initially focused on New Space, EarthLab
has branched out into specialization in ar-
tificial intelligence (AD for automating da-
ta-scientists’ work. Its main market being
insurance and reinsurance, EarthlLab also
serves the sector in an Industry 4.0 con-
text, making its positioning difficult to de-
fine. The company’s intellectual property
(IP) assets are primarily based on the Max-
ICS platform, which processes massive
data, creates data processing chains, and
develops Al models.

The challenges surrounding intellectual
property and IP assets related to artificial
intelligence involve ownership and how
it is valued. Contractual agreements are
established at the beginning of a project

to clarify the origin and ownership of IP.
However, issues arise when discussing the
reuse of Al models, which pose significant
challenges for companies working in the
field of artificial intelligence.

How does your risk management solution
apply to the insurance industry and
which other sectors is Earthlab targeting?
Our solution provides fast and relevant in-
formation in the aftermath of major natural
disasters, which is especially valuable for
reinsurance and insurance companies. Our
mission is to use Earth observation data
and advanced artificial intelligence mod-
els, such as advanced generative networks
(GANS), to estimate the impact of disasters
on homes, particularly in terms of destruc-
tion.

By comparing images before and after di-
sasters, we can quickly provide high-val-
ue-added information that can help insur-
ers proactively manage relationships with
policyholders and mobilize funds to com-
pensate them. Despite the opportunities
in risk assessment and management, there
are also risks that need to be considered.
One of the main risks is the accuracy and
anticipation of data, as well as the need to
adapt to climate change and the increasing
frequency of natural disasters. Therefore, it
is important to remain vigilant and contin-
ue to improve our models and methods for
assessing and managing risk.

What is the Deep Learning Factory?

The Deep Learning Factory is an in-house
project aimed at producing deep learning
at scale to facilitate and speed up the im-
plementation of artificial intelligence for
data scientists. Its purpose is to enable
quick and easy experimentation on specific
themes or issues without the need for sig-
nificant investment. It allows for the rapid
creation of numerous models, identifying

signals and determining whether further
investment of time and resources is war-
ranted. Ultimately, the objective of the
Deep Learning Factory is to simplify the
process and accelerate the adoption of arti-
ficial intelligence.

The space sector is relatively unregulated
compared to fields such as life sciences.
Is this likely to change?

Actually, there are already a substantial
number of regulations governing the space
sector, which is a broad term that encom-
passes numerous activities and areas, such
as telecommunications, Earth observation
and space resources. Each of these areas
has its own specific rules.

To give you an example, in my field of ac-
tivity, Earth observation, we are quickly
confronted with defense issues. As you can
imagine, this activity is subject to very par-
ticular and sensitive European regulatory
frameworks, especially regarding the ex-
ploitation of Earth observation data. These
challenges are even more significant when
they are related to artificial intelligence.

Could you tell us what the average Earth-
lab employee do?

Within our company, the workforce can
vary, but on average, we have about ten
employees. These individuals primarily
have backgrounds in IT and data science.
The IT experts mainly work on the devel-
opment of our platform, while the data sci-
entists engage in highly specific projects for
clients from various sectors. These sectors
include insurance, agriculture, environ-
ment, and sometimes even defense. Our
organization, therefore, relies on these two
pillars: on one hand, the development and
maintenance of our platform, and on the
other, the involvement of our data scien-
tists in more targeted projects.
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What advantages does being based
in Luxembourg afford for companies
engaged in the space sector?
Luxembourg offers several advantages
to companies in the space industry. The
country actively supports and encourages
the space industry through financial and
technical assistance, and serves as a plat-
form for exchange and networking among
players in the sector. This facilitates the
establishment of partnerships and col-
laborations. Moreover, Luxembourg of-
fers funds to finance projects and sustain
growth, and its small size makes it an ideal
testing ground for entrepreneurs with in-
novative ideas. Access to the market and
decision-makers is straightforward, and
the multicultural population is open to in-
novation.

Finally, having international shareholders
allows companies to benefit from their sup-
port in various countries, enabling them to
operate internationally with active connec-
tions in each of these countries.

What are the advantages for businesses
of using satellite data?

Our solution addresses not only risk man-
agement but also business intelligence and
economic intelligence. For instance, satel-
lite data can help anticipate the production
of raw materials, which is useful for risk
management and economic intelligence.
However, there is a lag in technology adop-
tion across all sectors, especially in Europe,
compared to the US and Asia. Rather than
blocking technologies, it would be more
advantageous to create regulated European
actors capable of meeting these needs.
There is also a misunderstanding among
the public and private sectors and the pop-
ulation about artificial intelligence, includ-
ing technological, regulatory, and ethical
aspects. ¢

Interview with

Carmela Borst is the founder of SoulCode Academy, a Brazilian

edtech dedicated to democratizing technology-based education in
a country with a severe shortage of skilled tech labor. The former
regional vice-president of marketing at Oracle and Aon shares her
thoughts the tech sector and how it can promote greater diversity.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What are the goals
of the SoulCode Academy?

Carmela Borst: SoulCode is the brainchild
of a group of technology executives, and
I'm its founder. Its two other partners and
I have spent many years in this market. I
usually say that it was born out of a huge
disagreement with a Brazilian dichotomy,
that, on the one hand, we have nine million
unemployed, 30 million invisibles, and on
the other, there is talk of an official number
of almost 800 thousand job vacancies, and
we know that with all the post-pandemic
upheaval, this number has already exceed-
ed one million. So, there are a million va-
cancies in Brazil going unfilled due to lack
of training. The purpose of the SoulCode
Academy is to bridge this gap.

We are a Brazilian edtech founded on the
principles of digital inclusion, social im-
pact, diversity and employability. We pro-
vide training through bootcamps that peo-
ple can participate in for free.

As technology specialists, we know that
what counts are amount of hours of train-
ing. At the academy you recieve rigorous
training — and here we are talking about
three months, 800 hours, 10-hour days,
each starting with one hour of English for
technology, as this is a great challenge.
Annother importent facet is working on
an agile methodology for problem solving.
Each trainee joins a squad, and each squad
is assigned a problem to solve.

On top of this, and perhaps our biggest
difference compared to other edtech is we
work to have a real social impact through
diversity — I am a woman who has spent
25 years in the technology field, which has
traditionally been male-dominated. When
I entered the job market there were hard-
ly any women in tech positions. I entered
as an analyst and left as a vice president.
Of course, these are still positions that are
rarely occupied by women, so this is a very
strong cause for me.

When we talk about inclusion, we have
two types of issues in Brazil: social inclu-
sion, and a term that we are finally start to
hear a lot about, digital inclusion. When
we talk about digital inclusion, we are
talking about facts and rights. This digital
vulnerability disproportionately effects not
only on people who are socially vulnera-
ble, but those who, if we don’t bring them
immediately into a digital profession, will
become unemployed, or underemployed.
We are not, then, only talking about young
people, but about a very large age range.
We are talk about diversity in a very broad
sense. Our biggest differential is we pro-
vide training that it is deep yet fast. We
work extensively with the unemployed.
And when we talk about the unemployed,
each class always has more than 50% wom-
en, more than 40% black people, and we
also work very hard to be inclusive from
a geographical perspective. We believe in
the power of technology to create a more
inclusive Brazil.

You worked have at large tech companies
such as Oracle and Aon. How diverse are
large corporations such as these?

The situation has improved a lot, but there
is still a long way to go. Today, only 20%
of tech positions in technology companies
are occupied by women. Of these only 5%
by black women. And there is talk of 2%
or 3% of women in leadership positions.
So, when we look at this number, it is clear
there is still a lot of growth that needs to
take place in the technology sector. A lot of
effort is being made, including in the com-
panies where I worked — when I look back,
I see that many changes were made during
my time. But there is a market issue, which
I would say is a cultural, conceptual and
academic issue; it's about searching in the
bases for this diversity to happen. And I'm
not just talking about women, I'm talking
about general diversity.
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In the past year, Brazil has experienced
a massive wave of layoffs in startups.
How did this situation impact Soul-
Code?

If there’s one thing I've learned, its that,
when it comes to the startup world, we
must think all the time about new solu-
tions, look for new markets, understand
new industries and trends. When we talk
about big tech there is a sense that they
made these layoffs in the development
area — here I am talking about developers.
As a general rule, and we did a pretty ro-
bust study, developers were actually the
ones who were impacted the least. First
there was a movement in which everyone
took the opportunity to cut what was left.
Yet there were no developers left. This
is a very interesting point to talk about,
because it has mystification. The fact re-
mains, companies are hiring and the de-
veloper is the core of the business. Just
look at Twitter itself, which fired a lot of
people but made sure developers were not
among the casualties.

In Brazil, in most big techs, the develop-
ment department is not located here, it's
abroad. They have only a support here.
So, these cuts didn't directly affect Bra-
zilian developers, although you're right
about start-up job losses, but these were
back-office positions. The core staff of a
typical startup are tech workers and its
it’s hard to fire developers and still have
a functioning startup. This is very import-
ant point to clarify because there is a lot of
doom-mongoring out there.

At the end of their time training at the
SoulCode Academy, 1 usually tell grad-
uates: “nobody can take away what you
learned here”. And a person who has a
technical and technological background
has, if not a job for life, then at least the
guarantee of regular employment going
forward because they will be able to use
what they have learned in different ways
— from getting a job at amultinational to
working on a website for members of their
local community. Even tech professionals
who have been made redundant are be-
ing hired in other industries. And I would
mention one in particular here, which is
agribusiness, because it is an area of the
economy in which technology has defin-
itively arrived. And there is a huge short-
age of manpower: there are more than
180,000 tech-related agribusiness jobs,
80% of which are not occupied.
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What are the main skills required
nowadays in the market for a tech
professional?

Concerning hard skills T would say that
they must have depth, because we don’t
acquire hard skills in technology without
having profound knowledge. I see some
campaigns proposing to “train a thou-
sand devs in 40 hours.” In 40 hours, even
the most promising developer has barely
learned the rudiments of programming
logic! We are talking about a complex
subject here, yet with a lot of training,
800 or 900 hours, (20-23 weeks) anyone
can learn hard skills, because it’s a matter
of practice. Of course, this is not to say
that becoming a software developer is
easy, you have to put in the time and be
focused, you have to want it... but it is
possible.

Where 1 find the biggest difference is in
soft skills. I come from a time when the
stereotype of the developer not being
good working with anyone, just being left
to their own devices, was already outdat-
ed — and its definitely not true today. We
work in squads, the solutions to problems
need to be innovative, which require a

diverse group, because if you are getting
exactly the same suggestions, they will
not be innovative. And the developer, the
tech-head, is right there in the middle.
You must work on the issue of commu-
nication very well; you must be generous
with your time, an active listener.

There’s a saying that goes, “you get hired
for hard skills and fired for a lack of soft
skills,” and T really believe that, which is
why we work on the soft skills of our de-
velopers.”

We work with Instituto Ser+, which does
a strong job weekly with all our students.
And we have a group that we call “Sisters
& Brothers” who are executives from all
places and positions that we bring in to
mentor our students, working exactly on
the issue of soft skills, how to prepare
them for an interview, how the corporate
world will be. So, without a doubt, soft
skills are finally being given due consider-
ation by companies.

According to the Data Favela 2023 sur-
vey released in March, Brazil has 17.9
million residents in these communities,
whose financial turnover exceeds the
R$200 billion mark. Given the size of
this contingent, how important is de-
mocratizing technological teaching in
the slums?

Data Favela comes from people I respect a
lot, Renato Meirelles and Celso Athayde.
I work a lot on the topic of the favela — 1
am also a counselor at Casa do Zezinho,
Gerando Falcoes. Recently, together with
Cufa and Favela Holding, we launched a
major technology democratization project
called Favela Code for exactly this pur-
pose.

In 2015, while I was still at Oracle, togeth-
er with Edu Lyra, I gave the first program-
ming class for favela residents and young
people. Can you imagine arriving at a
multinational back then and saying that
you are going to take a programming class
into a favela? The favela was off the map
back then, but that’s finally changed. And
here is a very important provocation that
I use a lot: we are talking about economic
issues. We are not just talking about giv-
ing back to society, we are talking about
an economic issue and companies defi-
nitely have to move on it. There is, as you
said, R$200 billion in turnover related to
this demographic. In a way, we are seek-
ing to return to the favela the wealth that
it has provided Brazil — I think this is the
main thing. It’s not just going there to pick
up that consumer, because they’re in the
favela, not in the suburbs, so you, as a
company, also must be in the favela. And,
since you are actually looking for this con-
sumer, you must return this wealth to the
favela itself. We believe in that a lot.
Obviously, not being from the favela, we
must look to those from there, who un-
derstand and who definitely know what
the community needs. What we do is take
the methodology and this belief that any-
thing is possible. And we have seen this
among our students in our training cours-
es — there are almost 2,000 in bootcamp.
It doesn’t really matter about your social
condition, your academic background: for
you to be a programmer, the only thing
you really need to be logical. And logic is
something that has no explanation, either
you have it or you don't. It doesn't matter
how diverse you are: if you have logic, you
can program. ¢

Fatima Correia da Silva of Critical TechWorks talks about the
company’s beginnings as part of BMW and the challenges she faces
as an in-house legal counsel in a rapidly growing company, and the
need for external advisors to be flexible and responsive.

LEADERS LEAGUE: As the company
which creates new technologies and
software, how do you ensure they com-
ply with the current legal framework?
Fatima Correia: Working as an in-house
counsel and compliance officer is very
challenging nowadays. In terms of intellec-
tual property law, the legislation from the
European Union keeps evolving. There-
fore, it is necessary to pay special attention
to the coordination between that legisla-
tion, the case-law of the Court of Justice of
the European Union (CJEU), and national
legislation. Special attention must, in par-
ticular, be paid to the copyright legislation
related to software development. At the
same time, it’s incredibly interesting to be
living in this environment of change and
continuous learning. This requires particu-
lar attention and focus in such a fast-paced
growing company as ours.

What legal obstacles have you
encountered when developing new
technologies and/or projects and how
did you overcome them?

Personally, I view the obstacles as challenges
and opportunities for improvement. At Crit-
ical TechWorks, our motto is 'Joy in Motion'
in everything we do. The legal and compli-
ance departments are no different. I would
highlight subjects related to intellectual
property law, the General Data Protection
Regulation (GDPR) compliance, and cor-
porate law matters as the most challenging
ones.

To assume this position requires a vast
and transversal experience in the differ-
ent branches of law, as the issues are very
wide-ranging and always arise without
warning. It is also necessary to have a keen
sensitivity to corporate ethics and integrity,
in order to always act in a correct manner
and to support the company in following
the best standards.

Critical TechWorks is the result of a
joint venture between Critical Software
and BMW. What was the strategy vision
behind this partnership?

BMW saw in Critical Software the ideal
partner to develop its new vision for the
future of mobility, as the company had
expertise in developing products and solu-
tions for critical areas. We believe it was a
successful approach and today, after more
than four years of partnership, Critical
TechWorks is responsible for over 200
projects for BMW, either impacting the
inside and the outside of vehicles, innovat-
ing and redefining the way we move as a
whole.

What are the main legal issues your
team works on in support of BMW'’s
strategic vision?

The team is cross-functional and there-
fore deals with multidisciplinary matters,
from contractual reviews, to tax analyses,
the implementation of security procedures
related to the General Data Protection Reg-
ulation (GDPR) to patent analysis, among
many others. It’s difficult to highlight just
one or two points since the reality is actual-
ly very dynamic and we help the company
change the way the world moves, literally
at the same speed!
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What do you consider to be your biggest
accomplishment in the time that you've
been at the company?

The biggest challenge since I joined in
2020 was the creation and development
of the compliance department at the com-
pany. Compliance is much more than the
development of a formal department and
the development of internal policies and
standards. The subject is not written in
any book and is therefore not “hard law”.
For this reason, a great effort was made to
strengthen a mindset of ethics and corpo-
rate integrity at the company and to dis-
seminate this philosophy with a top-bot-
tom logic.

What are the main qualities you require
for when working with external legal
counsel?

A key factor is definitely, having an agile
mindset! Traditional legal advice, in which
introductions and frameworks are per se a
veritable encyclopedia, does not fit with
our reality. What I look for in an external
legal counsel, is someone with expertise in
the area, who can go straight to the point
and give an answer that meets our needs.
In this sector of activity, the one size fits all
solution is not adequate and the “recy-
cling” of documents does not suit us. We
need a customized solution, optimized and
adjusted to our mindset. &

José Manuel Calvo of Grupo MasMovil believes in having strong
knowledge of a company’s overall business, and that flexibility and
responsiveness are key to a legal department’s success. He spoke
to Leaders League about how Spain’s new telecommunications law

lines up with his company’s values.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What are the biggest
challenges managing a legal department
of a company with as many brands as
MasMovil?

José Manuel Calvo: Managing a legal de-
partment with several brands requires a
team of lawyers who are flexible and have
the capacity to deal with transversal mat-
ters. We need to be able to adapt quickly
and efficiently to the necessities of each
brand. Deep knowledge of the business is
essential to deliver effective advice to all the
business operations.

Our legal department has daily involve-
ment with all the business lines of the com-
pany including the commercial team, cus-
tomer support, marketing, products etc. I
strongly believe that knowing the product,
client needs and the communication with
our customers for each brand really makes
the difference in order to give valuable le-
gal advice.

MasMovil is a brand that has been
growing steadily in recent years. How
has the legal department adapted to this
growth?

When a company grows as we have done
in recent years (both in an organic and in-
organic way), a legal department needs to
be very organized and effective, in order to
assimilate all the operational legal work to
be done.

When there is a merger, immediately the
Operational Legal Department needs to
review, improve and/or homogenize pro-
cesses and adapt these processes to the
legal procedures and policies of MasMovil
Group.

At the same time, we continue giving sup-
port to the overall business with the same
quality and timly response as before. This
requires a high capacity for organization
and prioritizing as well as having a great
group of professionals in the legal depart-
ment to be able to face these challenges.

It is also paramount to choose the right ex-

ternal advisors. We look for external coun-
sel who understand our company’s busi-
ness and can provide legal advice based on
the needs of the group. We look for effec-
tiveness and added value support for the
internal legal department.

What challenging cases has the legal de-
partment experienced lately?

One of our biggest challenges in the last
year has been ensuring a proper and ef-
fective integration of Euskaltel Group,
acquired by MasMovil Group in August
2021.

Euskaltel Group has been an important
and historical telecom group in the North
of Spain, and the interesting challenge for
us was to adapt as quickly and as effec-
tively as possible all the recipes for success
that adding a company of this stature gives
MasMovil Group. We believe one of the
key’s to our success over the last number
of years has been putting the client at the
center of all our company decisions, sim-
plify the company processes and their level
complexity, and enhancing the client expe-
rience.

We needed to standardize the potential
processes that could be replicated in both
groups, maintaining and even improving
on the ones that give a specific client of
a specific brand an added value and inte-
grating this way of working across all the
company brands.

We should not forget that Euskaltel Group
had five brands (Euskaltel, R, Telecable,
Virgin Telco and RaccTel+) all of whom
with their own peculiarities, depending on
the target consumers of each trademark.
In the more recent times, MasMovil Group
has also been working on a potential merg-
er agreement integration with Orange
Spain, currently in the process of getting
all the requested and necessary approvals
from the European Commission, which
could lead to a very exciting future for the
potential resultant Group.
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What tools have you found most effective
in streamlining the work of MasMovil’s
legal department?

We use tools such as the Office 365 pack-
age, One Drive and Sharepoint. As the
operational legal department is highly in-
tegrated with the business and all the busi-
ness-related areas, we use the same tools
to improve the effectiveness of our work
including Jira (a ticketing tool) or Con-
fluence (a collaborative tool) to work in a
similar way and speak the same language
as our internal clients, in order to be able
to work hand by hand with each of them.

What is your view on Spain’s new
telecommunications law, which aims to
improve consumer rights?

The new Spanish Telecommunication Law

gives consumers a higher level of protection
in some areas and reinforces the objective
of MasMovil Group, which is to put clients
at the center of the decision making pro-
cess. Since the foundation of the MasMovil,
the client has been at the forefront, with
the company taking into account the user
experience as well as their rights.

Changes such as shortening the obligatory
term in which a consumer portability peti-
tions to a third operator should be done,
the compulsory precontractual information
to give to the consumers before signing any
telco contract, or the reinforce of the neces-
sary acceptance and mandatory informa-
tion of cookies by internet users, among
others, empower the consumers and give
them a principal role in the telecommuni-
cations sector. ¢

Susana d’Almeida Farinhas discusses the growth of OutSystems, the
strategic role of the legal department at the company, how technology
can provide more time to evolve the business, and her open-door

approach to leadership.

LEADERS LEAGUE: OutSystems is a
Portuguese company that is now head-
quartered in Boston, Massachusetts,
United States. What are the company’s
future goals?

Susana d'Almeida Farinhas: OutSystems
was founded in 2001 with the mission to give
every organization the power to innovate
through software. Over the years, Outsys-
tems has changed how enterprise software
is developed by offering a high-performance
low-code platform which gives technology
leaders and developers the tools to rapidly
build and deploy their own business-criti-
cal applications. The company has grown
to more than 600,000 community mem-
bers, 400+ partners, and active customers in
87 countries across 22 industries, and has
been recognized as a leader by analysts, IT
executives, business leaders, and developers
around the world. OutSystems is dedicated
to its customers’ success in adopting and ex-
panding their use of our high-performance
low-code application platform. Some of the
most well-known brands across the World,
like Mercedes-Benz, KPMG, Bosch and Zu-
rich, use OutSystems to turn their ideas into
software that moves their business forward.
OutSystems goal is and will continue to be,
to partner with our customers to exceed
their business goals and we happily take
advantage of new opportunities to do so.
The development of Al is one of those op-
portunities. For example, using bots to as-
sist with the day-to-day tasks that are part
of the software development and deploy-
ment cycle (like validation of code or au-
tomatic testing) will continuously increase
efficiency, which will allow us to continue
fulfilling our larger goal of accelerating our
customers’ digital transformation.

What are the biggest challenges and
opportunities you face as Manager
Commercial Legal EMEA & LATAM and
Procurement WW?

I am the leader of the commercial legal
team for EMEA and LATAM - the team
who manages all customer and partner
negotiations in these regions - and of the
legal procurement team — the team who
negotiates vendor contracts worldwide.
I am also the legal point of contact for our
Channel strategy (this includes defining
new programs and motions together with
other relevant internal teams, drafting new
templates, etc.). The role allows me to be
very strategic and to have a real impact on
the company’s path by focusing on how
we can develop our motions and contracts,
while keeping my boots on the ground in
terms of negotiating and engaging with our
external stakeholders.

One of the great opportunities of this role
has been collaborating with internal and
external international stakeholders. There
are underlying hurdles, of course, but I like
to see an opportunity in each one. Some
of the challenges are the language barriers
and cultural differences, but these allow us
to strengthen certain skills we already pos-
sess such as mastering different languages
and building a network of peers for trans-
lation purposes, while broadening others
like the ability to conduct a meeting with
people from diverse backgrounds. The
fact that in-person meetings became limit-
ed and, in most cases, nonexistent, meant
we also had to learn how to communicate
more and better: how you say it can be as
important as what you say. It has also been
a fantastic opportunity to study the differ-
ent laws and regulations of each country.
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What has been your greatest achieve-
ment and greatest lesson in your role?
When 1 first joined OutSystems, there
were no more than a handful of people
working in the legal department. At the
time, I managed all commercial work
worldwide — for the Americas, EMEA and
APAC. As more people joined, the legal
team became a broader structure, and we
were able to divide the work into different
geos which allowed me to go from only
focusing on the day-to-day tasks (there
was not enough time to go above that),
to being able to also focus on high-level
discussions and to be part of the strategic
evolution of the company. I learned many
lessons along the way, but the most im-
portant was to base my decision-making
on risk vs. reward criteria. It is all about
not being conservative or risk-adverse,
but to be comfortable with being uncom-
fortable enough to move forward — for ex-
ample, to accept a particular clause or im-
plement a certain process. This approach
has contributed to what I consider my
greatest achievement: every person on my
team is seen as a business partner. We are
no longer seen merely as a necessary step
in the process, we have built relationships
with our internal stakeholders by proving
to them that they can (and should) come
to us for solutions.

How has your perspective evolved since
moving in-house?

Iworked in Big Law before joining OutSys-
tems and, although I did spend time on
secondment in other companies, this was
the first time I was entirely dedicated to a
single client. Deciding to move in-house
was not easy because at the time I was
happy with my job, but it was an offer I
just could not refuse. One of the first chal-
lenges I faced was having to change my
perspective regarding how to manage and
respond to clients. When you are a law-
yer at a law firm, you understand it is im-
portant to focus on the business needs of
each client, but when you are in-house it
becomes much more than that. The main
challenge was learning about the product
and how the company sells it, how the
other internal teams are structured and
operate, and what challenges they face,
how our customers and partners interact
with our business, and, most important,

understanding both the internal and ex-
ternal stakeholders’ needs and frustrations
so that we can find a successful path to-
gether. I always tell my team we must be
mindful of how we interact with our cus-
tomers and partners, because the success
of that interaction will be measured not
only by the content of the agreement we
negotiated, but also (and perhaps, most
importantly) by the impression we make
on the stakeholder.

What is your opinion in regard to the
development of new technology that
could potentially “replace” the daily
work of lawyers?

The continued development of innova-
tive technology that can quickly complete
some of the mundane tasks that lawyers
take on nowadays will significantly in-
crease efficiency, but technology will not
replace the daily work of lawyers. Any
system that can free us from the tasks we
invest time in now will give us the greatest
gift of all — time. Imagine what we could
do if we invested more of our time in read-
ing, investigating, connecting more with
others, developing our skills, or even just
thinking more deeply about the issues at
hand. Having more time will lead to an
evolution of the role of the lawyer, regard-
less of whether they are in-house or not.
It will not mean that lawyers would not
be needed as much, but it will make us
re-think how we see lawyers and what the
job of a lawyer is. I believe this evolution
will most likely be towards a more busi-
ness-centric and strategic role, highly fo-
cused on risk management.

A good example of how technology al-
ready plays a part in this change is Con-
tract Lifecycle Management Systems. I
have been very much involved in the im-
plementation and development process of
a CLM system at OutSystems since I first
joined the company. Our main goals are to
create a document repository, collect spe-
cific data on agreements and customers, to
detect trends, to aggregate information on
pending and closed cases, all of which is

gold from a manager’s perspective because
it allows you to have full visibility on your
team’s work. Having a system like this is
especially relevant because some of the
day-to-day tasks that are time-consuming,
such as organizing agreements or docu-
menting which alterations were made to
a certain contract, will be automated. This
will increase efficiency, and the additional
free time could be used by our team for
other tasks, like reviewing the data col-
lected by the system to justify additional
headcount or update our templates to re-
flect certain trends. The possibilities are
endless.

What is the future of low-code software
development platforms?

Gartner predicts that, by 2025, 70% of
new applications developed by enterpris-
es will use or embed low-code or no-code
technologies. And it is easy to understand
why: low-code development responds to
the customers’ demands for speed in ap-
plication delivery across both large and
midsize organizations, and it does so
without sacrificing quality. By offering an
extremely efficient solution in terms of en-
gineering, low-code is the best solution in
a world where we see continued scarcity
of tech talent, and growing hybrid and
borderless workforces.

Valéria Ferraz shares how the legal department supports the overall
business, the role of technology and the need for shared values when

working with external legal counsel.

LEADERS LEAGUE: How does your
legal department support the overall
business?

Valéria Ferraz: The Legal Department is
primarily devoted to the strategy of the
company. We give solid support to the
business, aiming to boost its performance.
We are instrumental in finding improved
ways of working in terms of compliance
for risk management and its reduction. For
example, since 2020 we have a series of
10 monthly meetings with the business —
the so-called Competition Law Accelerator
Talks — in which the most recent questions
flagged by the business are analyzed by
the leaders and with the support of legal,
a solution is settled. It is an agile way to
increase awareness throughout the organi-
zation on topics like commercial and com-
petition law while we get things done.

After spending 10 years in a law firm,
how does it compare to the role of in
house legal?

At a law firm, we are legal professionals
with business skills. As Head of Legal, I
am a business professional with legal skills.
The emphasis is on contributing to the
business using our legal knowledge. Legal
departments are now being invited to be
part of the executive management teams
of companies. It is understood that legal
has a very significant role in the strategy
and overall business practices. I joined the
management team of SCC where [ am part
of the discussion of the business strategy
that affects all the departments of the com-
pany. The role of the legal department is to
make sure we are compliant in areas as we
continue to improve both employee and
customer experience. I talk business while
I think legal.

What role does technology play in the
legal department?

As Heineken is one of our most popular
brands and intends to be the most connect-
ed brewer, we are currently facing a tech

revolution. This includes changes in in our
systems, processes (that are supported by the
systems) which also has an impact on em-
ployees which includes the legal department.
Now many of the legal processes, special-
ly those related to compliance topics, are
widely based on or supported by technol-
ogy. This implies a deep knowledge of the
legal obligations at stake, but also a good
level of information in relation to the ap-
plication that is supporting the process. It
is necessary for legal teams to be sophis-
ticated and well versed in technology. We
need to be able to recognize and handle
the situations technology detects and even
more importantly, those situations that
technology does not detect. The legal team
is the trusted advisor of the company and
therefore must be up to speed on all the
implications of technology to advance the
business as well as the internal company
procedures and processes.

What are the key factors you look for
when hiring external counsel?

I would point out that the alignment with
Heineken values is of extreme importance
when hiring and maintaining our external
counsels. Our company is committed to
our values and we expect the same from
any external provider.

When working
with external counsel, the attitude towards
the specific issue is important. At Heinek-
en attention to our value and corporate cul-
ture.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What exactly is
BioLizard and how would you describe
its main assets.

Liesbeth Ceelen: In summary, BioLizard
is a data-science consultancy company
with a highly skilled team that deeply un-
derstands biology, computer- and data sci-
ence, and IT, which is a rare combination.
This allows us to help pharmaceutical and
biotech companies set up their research
in a data-driven way, assessing what data
they have and using it to develop drugs and
biomarkers more effectively, safely, and
quickly. We fill the knowledge gap that
many companies have about what they can
do with their data, and we develop custom
tools tailored to the unique needs of each
customer.

We are a customer-intimate company,
aiming to provide the best services and
connectivity with our clients. By leverag-
ing our expertise and insights, we can help
companies extract more information from
their data than they could on their own,
ultimately speeding up the drug develop-

ment process.

What data-based services does BioLizard
provide clients and how innovative are
they?

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Carlos Eduardo Spezin Lopes is the CEO of Doctoralia, a startup that
is revolutionizing the market by connecting patients and healthcare
professionals. In this interview, he talks about the time he spent in
the telecoms market, his migration to heathtech and what the future

holds for the healthcare sector.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What are the main
challenges facing Doctoralia?

Carlos Eduardo Spezin Lopes: Increas-
ing the adoption of our patient app and
completing the integration of systems, pro-
cesses and people with Feegow (a recently
acquired company) are the two main chal-
lenges facing Doctoralia in Brazil today.
To overcome the challenge of growing the
application’s user base, it is necessary to
continue delivering quality in the patient
experience and tell the world that the abili-
ty to manage your own health is now in the
palm of your hands. And in the case of the
integration of Feegow and Doctoralia, ex-
tra care is needed with each person since,
after all, people are the backbone of an or-
ganization and the reason why companies
prosper or decline.

You have almost a decade of experience
in the telecom industry, having
previously worked at Brasil Telecom,
Claro and Tim. How did this experience
influence the creation of Doctoralia?
Speed, adaptation, systemic vision, energy
and motivation are characteristic ingredi-
ents of the telecom sector and contributed
greatly to the conception and direction of
Doctoralia in the traditionally conservative
healthcare sector, which is now opening up
more to technology, largely driven by the
desire of the patients themselves.

Doctoralia has recently announced the
acquisitions such as MyDr and Feegow.
Can you tell us a little about the strategy
behind these acquisitions?

The strategy behind these acquisitions is to
bring the best service to our patients. We
know that it is not possible to transform
the experience of healthcare by ourselves,
which is why we are actively engaged in ac-
quisitions, partnerships and collaboration
with several other companies and people
who have the same vocation to of trans-
form the patient experience by making it

more human, through the proper use of
technology.

How do you see the role of the legal de-
partment in your business?

The legal department provides the neces-
sary security for these complex negotia-
tions to take place. There is a lot of risk
involved and it is at this point that having
a legal department that considers the needs
of the business and works to mitigate such
risks becomes vital.

The healthcare sector has been
transformed greatly by the pandemic.
In your opinion, what were the biggest
transformations in legal and regulatory
terms?

Certainly, the transformations that oc-
curred with remote diagnosis, in the le-
gal/regulatory scope and especially in
the adoption by patients, was the biggest
transformation that occurred with the pan-
demic. Attention turned to applied health-
technology, as the main element to ensure
the delivery of safe, high-quality healthcare
services. As a trend, I see Al rapidly be-
coming part of everyday medical solutions.
Another trend is the realisation by patients
that it is already possible to manage their
own health, with the history of consul-
tations, test results duly organized and
online, with data sharing respecting the
LGPD, among several other benefits. We
are entering a new era in healthcare.

What kind of initiatives can we expect
from Doctoralia in the next 12 months?
We are investing heavily in the patients
app and plan to launch several new fea-
tures that will deliver unprecedented levels
of convenience, safety and health to all. We
will also expand our partnerships with
companies in the segment and reinforce
our social media output for health profes-
sionals, delivering an even more complete
journey for the entire ecosystem. &

Group General Counsel, Andreas Bohrer, at Lonza, a Swiss
multinational manufacturing company in the pharmaceutical

and biotechnology industries, speaks to Leaders League about

the future of ESG initiatives and intellectual property in Switzerland
and abroad, the importance of participating in policy-making

to further develop the legal environment, as well as his leadership
principals to empower and inspire his team.

LEADERS LEAGUE: You have extensive
in-house legal experience, and you cur-
rently work as Group General Counsel
at Lonza. However, you started your
career as an external counsel. What was
the reasoning behind this decision? How
does this help you with your current ac-
tivities?

Andreas Bohrer: To be successful, a Gen-
eral Counsel needs to excel as a functional
expert, trusted adviser, and leader. All of
these elements require a breadth of expe-
rience and depth of knowledge. My pro-
fessional experience working at law firms
in Zurich, Geneva, and New York set the
foundation for my in-house career in the
banking and healthcare industries. I rec-
ommend young talents broaden their expe-
rience and collect competencies by work-
ing on both sides of the legal profession.

What important trends and develop-
ments are you seeing in the pharmaceu-
tical industry?

Pharma is a regulated industry, and one
trend is that regulatory requirements from
the financial industry spread out and are
introduced to pharma and other sectors.
Another trend is the rise of ESG (environ-
ment, social, governance) and sustainabil-
ity regulation. ESG is no longer at the dis-
cretion of the company, and binding legal
rules increasingly complement best prac-
tices. In short, the future will see no ESG
without the knowledge of lawyers — and no
lawyers without knowledge of ESG.

Regarding ESG initiatives, what are your
goals for Lonza? How is the company min-
imizing its impact on the environment?

Sustainability is one of our five core stra-

tegic priorities. We continue to progress
on our sustainability and ESG commit-
ments based on seven UN Sustainable
Development Goals, focusing on reducing
greenhouse gas, energy, and waste inten-
sity. ESG targets are part of the employee
bonus calculations across Lonza. The ESG
journey continues, and our aspirations are
ambitious. This aligns with our company
purpose — to enable a healthier world.

You are also a board member of econo-
miesuisse, the top-level industry asso-
ciation of the Swiss economy, and sci-
enceindustries, the association of life
science companies in Switzerland. How
does this activity work hand-in-hand
with your current position as well as im-
pact public policies?

Lawyers should not only react to laws and
implement them but take a driving seat
and shape the legal framework. The law is
a major factor in whether companies can
succeed and whether countries can be at-
tractive for job creation and economic wel-
fare. It is our obligation as lawyers to raise
our voices and promote better regulation
for the benefit of the companies and their
stakeholders. Industry associations such as
economiesuisse and scienceindustries are
instrumental in promoting a legal frame-
work that allows the economy to create
sustainable value.

You were a part of the expert panel that
drafted the new Swiss Code of Best Prac-
tice for Corporate Governance. What is
the relevance of this code for companies
and for counsel in Switzerland?

The Swiss Code of Best Practice for Cor-
porate Governance is a success story of
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creating progress through self-regulation.
In contrast to binding law, it provides com-
panies with standards of best practice that
are tested and accepted in the market, al-
low for flexibility, and can be amended in
light of new developments. For example,
the Swiss Code of Best Practice for Corpo-
rate Governance has swiftly adapted to the
rise of ESG and included a set of modern,
future-oriented sustainability principles. It
is like mountain climbing: to make it to the
top of best-in-class corporate governance,
companies need a guide. The Swiss Code
of Best Practice for Corporate Governance
is the guide for Swiss companies to good
governarnce.

Intellectual property (IP) is imperative
in the world of pharmaceuticals and
biotechnology. What role can it play in
supporting future innovation in these
industries?

Intellectual property rights enable innova-
tors to earn the benefits of their innovation.
In industries where innovation comes with
a significant cost, as in pharma, IP protec-
tion is a key prerequisite for future inno-
vation. And innovation is the prerequisite
to curing the diseases of today and solving
the challenges of tomorrow. Without IP
rights protection, there is no innovation,
and without innovation, there would be no
progress for our planet.

What are your principal leadership prin-
ciples at the company and how do you
further develop the skills of your cur-
rent team?

As a General Counsel, I succeed through
the success of my team, hence talent de-
velopment is key. Talent development is a
joint responsibility held by the individual
employees and the company. The company
provides the framework, while the employ-
ees are responsible for their past and cur-
rent performance, future potential, com-
mitment, and initiative. Careers cannot
be planned because too many factors can
influence professional life — but eligibili-
ty can be planned. This means that every
one of us in the legal profession needs to
define our aspirations and then determine
what competencies are required to become
eligible for positions aligned with our aspi-
rations. This thought process forms an in-
dividuals development plan — the starting
point for every employee to begin collect-
ing the necessary competencies.

For leadership principles, I very much
believe in empowerment, teamwork, and
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trust. As an individual, T can only con-
tribute my own time and effort, hence my
impact is limited. As a leader, I can also
motivate others to contribute, thereby mul-
tiplying the impact. This requires, however,
that I empower my team to perform. That
being said, empowerment requires mutual
trust: if I do not trust my team, 1 will not
empower them; if my team does not trust
me, they will not feel empowered to per-
form. Trust is the basis for empowerment.
Equally important is teamwork — it helps
create trust among team members and in-
creases efficiency.

What do you look for when selecting
outside counsel?

We look for law firms and outside counsel
that commit to being true long-term part-
ners to us. As with every partnership, both
sides should be aligned, professional, ex-
perts in their fields, with sound judgment,
business acumen, values and integrity,
and an ethical compass. Further, outside
counsel needs to be reliable, no-nonsense,
and down-to-earth. One of their main val-
ue-adds is their experience and know-how
from working with a number of compara-
ble peer companies and their expertise in
assessing topics from both a thorough le-
gal perspective and a risk-based pragmatic
approach. Outside counsel should know
the law, should know Lonza and its busi-
ness activities, as well as our risk appetite.
Outside counsel will be upfront and trans-
parent, speak up, and raise concerns with
the General Counsel if warranted. As with
every partnership, it is a give-and-take that
needs to be fair to both sides. In sum, the
outside counsel must be a true “consigliere”
to the company.

What do you consider to be your
biggest accomplishment while working
at Lonza?

I would like to mention the acquisition and
integration of Capsugel in 2016/2017, the
sale of the specialty chemicals division in
2021, and the ESG efforts that we are cur-
these
achievements are not mine, but those of the
entire team. The successes are the result of
the cross-functional teamwork of highly
professional,  committed, and pur-
pose-driven colleagues at Lonza, a testa-
ment to the quality and can-do attitude of
our employees. My role and contribution
are that of a servant leader, developing and
supporting my team and helping to remove
roadblocks. &

Leonor Pissarra, Portugal Chief Legal Officer at Novartis, shares
how she navigates the ever-changing regulatory environment

of the pharma industry, the rise of digital health technology, her risk
management advice and what she looks for in external legal counsel.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What have been
the primary challenges and opportuni-
ties you have encountered leading the
legal department for over 10 years?
Leonor Pissarra: As the leader of Novar-
tis’ legal department over the past decade,
I have faced significant challenges. One of
them has been adapting to the ever-chang-
ing regulatory landscape. The pharmaceu-
tical industry is subject to numerous reg-
ulations, and staying compliant requires
continuous monitoring and adjustment to
new laws and regulations.

Another major challenge has been protect-
ing intellectual property as pharmaceu-
tical companies rely heavily on patents,
trademarks, and trade secrets to safeguard
their innovations. We have had to navi-
gate complex patent litigation and defend
the company's intellectual property rights
against infringement. Data privacy and se-
curity have emerged as critical challenges
for companies in recent years and Novartis
is no exception. We handle vast amounts
of sensitive patient data and confidential
research information and therefore, as the
leader of the legal department, I must en-
sure compliance with data protection laws,
implement robust security measures, and
prevent data breaches that could have se-
vere legal and reputational consequences
for the company. On the opportunities
side, mergers and acquisitions have provid-
ed Novartis’ legal department with chances
to facilitate strategic transactions, conduct
due diligence, and negotiate agreements.
The rise of digital health technologies
and advancements in telemedicine have
opened new avenues for us to contribute to
drafting agreements, addressing regulatory
requirements, and ensuring compliance in
these emerging areas.

Moreover, we have had the opportunity
to develop robust patent strategies and
manage patent portfolios, contributing to

the company's competitive advantage and
settlement agreements.

Lastly, we have been actively engaged
in regulatory advocacy and policy en-
gagement, using legal expertise to shape
regulations and create a favorable oper-
ating environment for the company. This
involvement in industry associations and
advocacy groups has allowed us to influ-
ence regulatory policies and support the
company's strategic objectives.

How has your company adapted the all
the varous crisis over the last few years?
Pharmaceutical companies, including No-
vartis, have adapted to the volatile world
economy in recent years, facing challenges
such as the pandemic, geopolitical con-
flicts, and inflation. Novartis has increased
its focus on research and development,
particularly in developing treatments for
Covid-19, redirecting resources to prior-
itize areas with high market demand and
unmet medical needs.

The pandemic accelerated the adoption of
remote work and digital transformation.
Novartis implemented a remote work pol-
icy, utilized technology for virtual collab-
orations, telemedicine, and digital health
solutions to continue operations and
connect with healthcare providers and
patients.

Furthermore, Novartis implemented a de-
centralized trial model, telemedicine, and
remote monitoring technologies to main-
tain trial integrity and patient safety despite
disruptions. Business continuity planning
became a priority. Even though Novartis
had already established quite thorough and
extensive contingency plans, and crisis re-
sponse strategies, the pandemic, the recent
war, and conflicts have caused the need to
put them in place promptly to ensure the
availability of essential medicine during
such crisis.
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What risk management advice would
you offer?

Considering my experience as a legal head
of a top tier pharma company, like No-
vartis, I think organizations should invest
in (i) developing a comprehensive risk
management framework, (ii) conducting
regular risk assessments, (iii) embracing
smart risk-taking and (iv) collaborating
with cross-functional teams to manage
risks effectively.

Firstly, I believe that developing a com-
prehensive risk management framework,
and foster a risk-aware culture within the
organization, encourage employees to
identify and report potential risks. More-
over, it is essential for organizations to
continuously evaluate and improve risk
management strategies based on past ex-
periences and lessons learned.

Secondly, conducting regular risk assess-
ments to identify and evaluate indus-
try-specific risks is also crucial. Compa-
nies need to stay updated on regulatory
changes and industry trends.

Also, embracing smart risk-taking by
carefully evaluating potential risks against
potential rewards encourages associates
to propose and explore innovative ideas
while considering associated risks.

It is important for Legal to collaborate
with cross-functional teams, in particu-
lar R&D, regulatory affairs, marketing,
and finance, to manage risks effectively.
Maintaining strong relationships with reg-
ulators, seeking guidance and addressing
concerns in a collaborative manner is also
worth exploring.

Likewise, staying abreast of regulatory
changes and implementing robust com-
pliance programs aligned with laws and
industry standards, and engaging external
legal counsel with pharmaceutical exper-
tise to provide guidance on risk manage-
ment may contribute significantly to man-
age risks.

How is Novartis implementing new
tools and technologies in order to
streamline its internal processes? Is the
company focusing on particular innova-
tion goals?

In today's fast-paced business landscape,
innovative tools and technology are
changing the world and creating exciting
opportunities for the healthcare indus-
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try, including Novartis. This rapid tech-
nological progress offers the possibility
to streamline our internal processes and
to reimagine the way Novartis develops
medicines, allowing the company to come
up with truly transformational treatments
to improve and extend people’s lives. It
is also helping us to improve the way we
do our business — accelerating our man-
ufacturing and production and strength-
ening our digital connections to the wider
healthcare ecosystem.

Novartis is committed to building more
agile and productive teams supported by
an efficient infrastructure and digital ar-
chitecture. We use technology to drive
greater efficiency and cost savings across
our operations. Novartis is automating
core operational processes at scale by de-
ploying robot cognitive automation. One
example is an intelligent assistant that
automates large parts of the writing of
medical reports. Bots are also helping to
resolve (either partially or fully) approxi-
mately 80% of user requests to our enter-
prise-wide IT helpdesk.

Novartis is also promoting training oppor-
tunities to develop digital skills among its
employees. We have expanded our data
science training and mentoring programs,
which we launched in 2020. We have also
invested in a learning platform for data
science coding skills.

In 2021, Novartis completed the rollout of
a new data management process — cover-
ing the entire data life cycle — to accelerate
its digital transformation while ensuring
data privacy. The new process spans near-
ly 5 million data sets, covering functions
including R&D, finance, operations, and
procurement.

However, the use of new technologies
such as artificial intelligence (“AI”) cre-
ates new ethical questions, including how
to avoid biases in data. In 2021, Novartis
published its commitment to the ethical
and responsible use of Al to show the steps
it is taking to be transparent, responsible
and respectful of human rights in our use
of AL. We created these guidelines in col-

laboration with leading ethicists from the
International Bioethics Advisory Commit-
tee, and specialists in Al and data privacy.
The position outlines our commitment
to data privacy, security, accountability
and environmental sustainability. We are
taking steps to integrate these principles
across the organization.

What do you look for in external counsel?
When we consider engaging external
counsel, there are several key aspects to
look for. Expertise and specialization play
of course a critical role, although this
should be a given when you are dealing
with top-ranked law firms. It is essential
that the external counsel demonstrates a
deep understanding of the unique legal
challenges faced by the pharma industry.
However, there are other skills that we
consider key when we engage with exter-
nal counsels.

External lawyers should show a greater
sense of urgency. This includes not only
a faster response but also an estimated
timeline when the client does not speci-
fy a deadline. Additionally, acknowledge
receipt of any communications from the
client should be provided as soon as pos-
sible. This helps to demonstrate a sense of
urgency and ensures that the client knows
that their request has been received and is
being addressed.

Another critical factor is the efficiency
and transparency in their billing practices,
avoiding unexpected charges and deliver-
ing accurate and timely invoices. Itemized
invoicing with clear breakdowns helps en-
sure that the company only pays for the
essential legal services provided.

In terms of time management, it is decisive
that a time estimate is provided, even if not
explicitly requested. By offering estimated
timelines for the completion of tasks or
milestones, we can better internally man-
age the issue at stake and know what we
can expect from external counsels.

It is very important for us that external
counsels become true partners who know
our business, strategy, and goals, and that
can provide tailored legal advice and solu-
tions that meet our specific needs.

Lastly, we strive for external counsels that
share our core values and principles,
which is vital to ensure an effective,
healthy and long-lasting partnership. ¢

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Head of Innovation at Zurich Insurance Group, Joel Agard,

talks to Leaders League about the company’s innovation approach
and strategy, its global startup challenge, entitled the Zurich
Innovation Championship, and evolutions in the insurance sector

in Switzerland and abroad.

LEADERS LEAGUE: You are Head of
Innovation at Zurich Insurance Group,
the biggest insurance company in Swit-
zerland. What is your approach to inno-
vation?

Joel Agard: Innovation is key for the fu-
ture of insurance and to be able to serve
our customers in a fast, easy, and seamless
way. This is why our innovation approach
is embedded into our group-wide strategy
as one of three strategic pillars. At Zurich,
we are embracing an open innovation ap-
proach and are working closely alongside
our stakeholder groups — ranging from
industry peers and startups to academia.
Then, we also distinguish between internal
and external innovation as both are equally
important.

Throughout the last few years, we have
been constantly improving the way we in-
novate and recently introduced a new in-
novation strategy. Working with startups
is one core element of the strategy, and
within that bucket, we have successfully
implemented a venture-client approach,
i.e., how we match startups with strategic
business challenges, business leaders, and
internal subject matter experts.

You also lead your company’s global
startup challenge, the Zurich Innova-
tion Championship, which is a yearly
program for startups and entrepreneurs
who have inventive ideas to further de-
velop your products and services. What
is the goal of this challenge, especially in
terms of collaboration?

Since its inauguration in 2018, we have
continuously grown our global startup
program, the Zurich Innovation Champi-
onship, to become the largest open inno-
vation contest for startups in the insurance
industry. What started out as a more tradi-
tional startup tournament has turned into
a fully-fledged program with a tremendous

impact both inside and outside of Zurich.
An obvious goal, of course, is to find the
startups with the most innovative ideas to
jointly work on solving real customer needs
across the insurance value chain. But more
than that, it is a means to facilitate collab-
oration between our business units across
the globe and startups in a structured and
embedded way. A big part of the program
is co-creation, which happens in an accel-
erator phase after the global winners are
announced. During a span of four months,
they are tasked with validating their joint
initiatives before then bringing them to life.
This approach is meant to help fast-track
implementation as well as de-risk deci-
sion-making and follow-up investments
into the projects. We have more than 30
ongoing startup collaborations with past
winners and participants — and the idea is
to create initiatives that can then be scaled
globally. To get to that point, our global
team proactively works with the markets
to facilitate internal collaboration — we are
currently seeing the first initiatives take off.
The following are our 2023 winners, which
were announced on 22 May: 4 Screen;
Citalid; KorrAl; Wysa; Fisify; EpiQMax;
Hence; Minalea; Miss Money Penny; om-
ni:us; Agave Biosensors; Truera; Spotr.

What achievement are you most proud
of since you've been at Zurich Insurance
Group?

I joined the Zurich Innovation Champion-
ship in its second edition and am proud
to have initiated critical changes to get
the program to where it is today by add-
ing an accelerator and turning this into a
joint project between the Group Strategy
and Technology teams,
of Zurich’s senior leaders across the globe
and all functions involved in selecting and
mentoring participants. Something that

with  many

I've also been proactively working on is
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building an innovation ecosystem com-
munity both internally and externally; as
well as helping to foster a company-wide
culture that embraces a startup mindset.
I really think that, at this point, this start-
up mindset has become a part of our DNA
globally.

There are many trends and develop-
ments in the innovation and technology
sector, including artificial intelligence
and machine learning. How big of a role
will these developments play in the in-
surance industry?

While there’s enormous potential for
technology in insurance, it is important to
point out that Al or ML (Machine Learn-
ing) aren’t new, they have been around for
a long time. New breakthroughs coupled
with increasing interest in leveraging these
technologies have unlocked a new day
and age whereby using technology is no
longer just an option, but a must to suc-
ceed. For Zurich, as we move away from
being product-centric to being fully cus-
tomer-centric, technology — whether it’s
AT or machine learning — is a key means
to transform insurance as we know it. We
see it from the applications we've been re-
ceiving for this year’s Innovation Champi-
onship. Insurance is so much more than
paying out claims after the worst has hap-
pened. We can help predict and prevent
events from happening in the first place
and support our customers in building
resilience.

Do ESG-led strategies impact your in-
novation goals and tactics?

Zurich’s purpose is to “create a brighter
future,” and being a responsible and sus-
tainable company is the cornerstone of
Zurich’s business. In a way, innovation
goes hand in hand with sustainability —
innovative solutions can help us to ful-
fill our purpose. For example, since the
2021/22 edition of the Zurich Innovation
Championship, sustainability has been
one of the categories that the startups
could sign up for. This year, the “sustain-
ability” category received more submis-
sions than the other four categories. The
submitted ideas range from biotech to
direct air capture. In addition, we have re-
cently joined the think tank ARK Venture
Studio, through which we will collaborate
with other corporations and NGOs to
help build insurance-enabled businesses
to tackle the big systemic risks to people
and the planet.

Open insurance is essentially a new
way of handling, consuming, and shar-
ing customer data, which is then ana-
lyzed by application programming in-
terfaces, to improve digital platforms
and services. What are your thoughts
on it?

We observe a regulatory push towards
open insurance across relevant jurisdic-
tions. At Zurich, we see this shift as an
opportunity more than anything else — if
we make sure that expectations are realis-
tic and action is based on use cases where
there is potential for realizing real cus-
tomer value. Insurers should be actively
involved in shaping regulatory proposals
from the off, providing a steer on where
new rules or requirements would be genu-
inely useful in supporting innovation.

At the same time, through our indus-
try-leading data commitment that we an-
nounced in 2019, we’re also committing
to safeguarding our customers’ data: we
promise never to sell customers” personal
data nor to share their personal data with-
out being fully transparent. This means
customers will always be informed if their
personal data is shared, and with whom.

How do you develop soft and hard
skills within your team?

A team naturally consists of various team
members with different backgrounds, tal-
ents, and skill sets. This should be more
important than any hierarchical structure
— something I don’t believe in. Everyone
brings the same value to the table, should
be taken seriously, and offered the chance
to contribute to the discussion. This for
me is the basis for a well-functioning
team. &

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In an ever-evolving digital landscape, the intersection of Artificial
Intelligence (AI) and Intellectual Property (IP) law has become a
focal point for legal experts and stakeholders alike. University of
Luxembourg scholar Angelica Fernandez sheds light on the current
concerns and debates surrounding Al-driven content management,
the potential human rights challenges, and the future of Al-generated

content such as deepfakes.

LEADERS LEAGUE: As an Al and IP law
expert, can you share the top concerns
in the current debate on Al-driven con-
tent management?

Angelica Fernandez: The advent of Al
has disrupted the traditional silos between
different areas of law, such as IP law and
data protection law, making navigation
more challenging and necessitating a more
integrated approach to legal matters. Com-
panies must now navigate a complex reg-
ulatory landscape and strike a balance to
avoid overburdening obligations, which
can be difficult for smaller size companies.
For example, the connection between Al
and IP is evident in the use of automated
decision-making systems and data and text
mining which necessitates an examination
of this relationship. Text and data mining
raises significant legal issues relating to
copyright laws and the sharing of personal
and non-personal data, necessitating clar-
ification of how various obligations will
relate to other instruments of the Europe-
an Union for practical implementation by
companies, for example GDPR. An upcom-
ing landmark case in the Court of Justice
of the European Union, Case C-634/21,
promises to address many questions and
spark academic debates about the nature
of Article 22 GDPR on automated deci-
sion-making. The relevance of this case
goes beyond data protection and will likely
impact companies’ activities in regard to
automated analytics and various forms of
automated scoring.

Can you elaborate on how the nuances
of copyright regulations might be tai-
lored or adapted to address Al-generated
content?

The use of Al in developing algorithmic

tools for content regulation and compliance
has evolved from dealing with copyright
infringement, which was their initial use,
to dealing with other problematic online
content-related areas such as hate speech,
harassment, and bullying. However, each
application of these tools requires differ-
ent regulatory frameworks and contextual
criteria. The interplay between the Digital
Services Act (DSA) and the Copyright Di-
rective, particularly in regard to Art. 17 of
the Copyright Directive, demonstrates the
challenges of applying content moderation
systems across various domains, which has
sparked discussions about the connection
between Al and copyright. The broadened
applications of Al in content regulation
have made a significant impact, but there
is still much to figure out regarding how
these technologies can be effectively and
compliantly implemented by companies.

What challenges do Al-generated con-
tent pose to intellectual property and
freedom of speech legislation?

Exceptions and limitations for copyright
law that allow, among others, for carica-
ture, pastiche, and parody must be allowed
in any Al content regulation system, as
they are integral to copyright law and user’s
rights and context-dependent. However,
current Al-based tools struggle to differen-
tiate between infringing and legal content,
potentially leading to the infringement of
users’ fundamental rights. There is a pow-
er imbalance between individual platform
users and large tech platforms which is of
concern, as the process for users to defend
their rights against an erroneous take-down
of their content can be challenging and
time-consuming. The Digital Services Act
aims to provide users with a more robust

safeguards to publish and upload materi-
al, and in particular, it compels platforms
to offer swift resolutions to users to avoid
infringing on their freedom of speech.

Are current regulations like the Digital
Services Act and Copyright Directive
adequate for governing Al and machine
learning in content creation and mod-
eration?

The current copyright regulation does not
cover the entire possible uses of Al land-
scape and significant questions, such as
granting copyright protection to works
by generative Al are being discussed in
academia. The DSA is definitely an im-
provement and a step in the right direc-
tion in the issues relating to online content
moderation, which includes algorithmic
content moderation but also recommend-
er systems. Additionally, with the DSA,
there is a new revised version of the Code
of Practice on Disinformation. The last
one dated from 2018. Signatories of this
code are the main online platforms, such
as Google and Twitter, and they target
to address, among other things, targeted
online advertisement, recommender sys-
tems, and safe online design practices, for
example, to counter online manipulation
practices such as dark patterns. The DSA
along with the Code, provide a framework
for reporting to the EU Commission, as-
sessing the impact on fundamental rights,
and determining the extent of Al systems
involved. Regulators will supervise the
process and may implement additional
measures to mitigate potential risks from
companies using Al technologies. Final-
ly, the forthcoming Artificial Intelligence
Act will add complexity to the regulatory
landscape and will be the legal framework
for Al regulation.

What developments in regulating the
Al and deepfake landscape can we ex-
pect this year?

If adopted this year, the Al Act will be a
major significant change for the regula-
tion of all Al-based products and services.
Deepfakes, however, are not considered a
high-risk Al application under the AI Act.
So, obligations on providers of this tech-
nology are not severe. Deepfakes pose a
particular threat during election periods
and may require action to mitigate risks.
The European Democracy Action Plan
and the 2022 Code of Practice of Disinfor-
mation address risk mitigation measures
for election periods, including targeted

disinformation and automated disinfor-
mation, but may lack clarity and fail to
regulate, for example, deepfakes used to
create non-consensual fake pornography,
which mainly affects women.

What do we know about the AI Act’s
provisions on intellectual property
rights for Al-generated content and in-
ventions?

We must wait for the final version to see
what types of provisions can relate or po-
tentially impact Al-generated content and
inventions. However, recent academic
debates have focused more on owner-
ship of the training data needed for these
creations, rather than attributing owner-
ship to the AT for its work, in the cases of
Al-generated art.

As it stands, it's uncertain whether the
AT Act will include provisions that could
impact intellectual property rights holders
directly.

Does the reach of European Al regula-
tions extend beyond Europe?

I would say that European Al regulations
do have an extraterritorial reach, primar-
ily because many companies offering Al
products and services originate and are
based in the US. However, as long as these
companies provide products or services
within the European Union, they are sub-
ject to its regulations. Consequently, they
may need to adopt new practices, such
as increased transparency in algorithmic
processes, which, ideally, would be imple-
mented across all jurisdictions in which
these companies operate.

This phenomenon, known as the "Brussels
Effect," was also observed with the GDPR,
where major corporations set their global
compliance benchmark to EU standards,
and they applied those same standards
across the world. In this sense, the poten-
tial extraterritorial reach of European Al
regulation can be seen as a positive devel-
opment.

Which European countries do you con-
sider to be at the forefront of address-

ing Al and related regulatory topics?
The Digital Services Act (DSA) is an EU
regulation and requires all European coun-
tries to implement it. Member states must
appoint a national Digital Services Coordi-
nator to enforce its provisions. Germany,
and France are likely to be more advanced
as they already have well-established me-
dia authorities and related institutions and
can start the implementation phase of the
DSA. Digital Services Coordinators need
to be designated by February 2024.

Beyond Europe, which regions do you
believe pose the greatest risk in terms
of complying with AI regulations and
not use the technology to abuse funda-
mental rights?

In terms of compliance with Al regula-
tions and respecting fundamental rights,
authoritarian governments pose a signifi-
cant risk. However, the issue of language
models is often overlooked. While some
systems work well for certain popular
languages, others lack sufficient training
data, leading to mistakes and even harm.
For instance, Facebook’s failure to detect
hate speech in 2017, in Myanmar due
to insufficient moderators able to under-
stand the language and not enough train-
ing data in the local language highlights
the damages some algorithms relying on
language models can do. Online violence
encouraged real-life violence that contrib-
uted to generalized ethnic violence in the
country. Bridging this gap requires new
techniques, such as translating language
back and forth and obtaining more com-
mercially viable training data, but it also
depends on the production of data within
specific cultures and societies.

Setting aside the potential risks and
dangers, what opportunities do Al-gen-
erated content and deepfakes bring?

I believe it is important to consider the
overlapping obligations of small and me-
dium-sized companies when it comes to
complying with the legal framework
around Al These companies may not have
the resources to hire legal counsel to navi-
gate compliance, making it crucial to clar-
ify their obligations. One area where Al,
specifically deepfakes, can have a positive
impact is in e-learning videos. The gaming
industry also shows promise in using cus-
tom voice avatars. The regulatory land-
scape is complex, as it breaks down the
silos between different fields of law, which
I find fascinating in my research.

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Antonio Palermo, Group Data Protection Officer at Angelini Industries,
an Italian multi-sector group with operations in 21 countries in the
healthcare, industrial technology and fast-moving consumer goods sec-
tors, shared his views on the evolution of data protection, the strategic
role of the DPO within the company, and the challenges facing Angelini

Industries.

LEADERS LEAGUE: Tell us about the
path that led you to becoming Group
Data Protection Officer?

Antonio Palermo: I began my career as
a lawyer, a freelancer, first in a boutique
law firm and then in an international firm,
dealing mainly with personal data protec-
tion, intellectual and industrial property
protection, commercial, corporate and
new technology law. I have provided le-
gal advice and support to leading nation-
al and international business groups, in
various sectors such as financial services,
aerospace, defense & security, insurance,
gaming, pharma, transport and mobility,
consumer, digital services, high technolo-
gy, telecoms and trade associations. I have
occupied the role of data protection offi-
cer ever since it became a thing, first, on a
freelance basis for different businesses and,
later, in-house as the DPO of Telepass and
its subsidiaries. In this capacity, I enjoyed
a broad view of the entire group, with the
need to manage the complexities of this
role, which requires combining legal and
technical expertise.

What is the make-up of your data pro-
tection team and how does it interact
with other departments?

Angelini Industries is a complex organiza-
tion, spanning various businesses (health-
care, industrial technology, FMCG), and
is composed of several legal entities, pres-
ent in 21 countries, mainly in Europe and
North American. We decided to use the
identification of one entity for each entity.
There are as many points of reference iden-
tified at the group level as there are com-
panies: one for each legal entity, of which
there are more than 40.

Angelini Industries’ holding company has
a data protection team composed of myself
and two others, whose role is to give guid-
ance as well as align data protection poli-

cies and practices at the group level, coor-
dinating for this purpose with the points
of reference in the individual corporate en-
tities both in Italy and abroad. We had to
make sure we were organized in a way that
ensured effectiveness for different territori-
al areas while maintaining central visibility.
As in an orchestra, everyone has their own
instrument and piece to play, and the only
way to harmonize it all is for there to be a
conductor.

What activities do you outsource?

We do not like to outsource. The use of
consulting is surgical; we never outsource
whole activities. For our foreign network
we normally identify a professional who
speaks the local language. In this sense,
when we do not have an in-house point of
reference who is legally eligible, we turn to
external parties to talk to companies. We
still manage to maintain centrality, which
is an essential method for us.

What are the most important issues
facing Angelini Industries?

Angelini Industries is a group that oper-
ates in different sectors through numerous
legal entities present in several countries:
hence the main complexities related to
the exercise of my role and related tasks.
Right from the start I had to find the most
effective recipe to manage these complex-
ities, fortunately I work with an enlight-
ened management that cares about data
protection.

We are always striving for continuous
improvement, operating on a daily basis
a widespread dissemination of the cul-
ture of privacy through solutions that are
never trivial and always new, following
an approach consistent with the compa-
ny’s values. In this context, teamwork and
operating synergistically with all business
functions is essential.
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Should every company have a data pro-
tection officer?

In my opinion, the DPO is necessary for all
companies that process personal data. In
the Italian legal system, the processing of
personal data is treated as a any dangerous
activity with a high inherent risk, which
makes it necessary to take all appropriate
measures to avoid harm: the DPO, as a key
figure to ensure the protection of personal
data, therefore becomes a strategic compo-
nent of the business.

That said, in the current market environ-
ment, data is the new frontier and is at the
center of the digital transformation and
pivot of the fourth industrial revolution.
In this context, the DPO is no longer just
the guarantor of regulatory compliance in
data protection, but can also be the driver
of change and business development. So I
think it is important to find the trade-off
between compliance and innovation.

What is and what do you think should be
the role of the DPO within the company?

The DPO has a central role within the com-
pany today; in this regard, I could give you
numerous examples where the processing
and protection of personal data is extreme-
ly relevant. Such as in the case of digital
service delivery: whether it is a regulated
pharmaceutical, banking or other market,
today the interaction with the customer
most often takes place on digital channels.
When we interact online we are surrender-
ing a portion of ourselves, we are giving
information that has great value. The mo-
ment we do this, there must be an initial
filter made by the company.

At that moment, in fact, our data-priva-
cy experience begins, that is, a path that
can guide the customer in understanding,
through clear and transparent messages,
who is using their data, for what purpose,
whether it ends up in the hands of third
parties and what those third parties might
do with it. This is an extremely critical and
delicate phase in which we need to look
at data as an asset with a greater value
than gold, as it is a portion of our identity
and, unlike gold, there is an inexhaustible
source. Only in this way will we be led to
always ask ourselves: who ensures that my
data is being used properly and transpar-
ently?

How can corporate management benefit
from so-called Privacy by Design?

Internal policies must be adopted and
measures implemented to ensure data pro-

tection from the very design of a given ac-
tivity. In this context, the DPO assumes a
key role, helping the data controller under-
stand which mode is most in line with the
relevant legal and regulatory framework
and what the risks are for data subjects.
To make the DPO’s work in this regard
effective, it is important that the DPO be
involved by management early on and,
more broadly, by colleagues. Teamwork
and collaboration with all business enti-
ties are therefore key elements in ensuring
compliance with the principle of privacy
by design.

Since the role of DPO was set out in
2016’s GDPR, how has it evolved?

The growing attention to the subject — pri-
marily because of the high penalties re-
sulting from non-compliance — has led the
figure of the DPO to become increasingly
central to the business model of compa-
nies, which soon came to appreciate their
value not only as a support to ensure com-
pliance, but also as a facilitator of certain
business processes. This has now signifi-
cantly changed the way this figure is per-
ceived in the marketplace, and the role has
had to evolve in tandem.

From my point of view, the DPO is a mod-
ern Hermes, an indefatigable messenger
able to act as a go-between between the
drafter of the norm and the one who has
to apply it on a day-to-day basis, a figure
that is certainly complex and in some ways
hybrid, having to possess specialized skills
of the legislature, the sector in which the
owner operates and the related organiza-
tion, as well as being familiar with IT and
technological issues.

What do you think could be the biggest
data protection challenges in the future?
Europe has launched an ambitious strate-
gy with the goal of boosting the Europe-
an data market. To this end, the aim is to
establish a legal framework that can facili-
tate the use and sharing of data (personal
and non-personal), including through the
establishment of data spaces in different
sectors and the use of cutting-edge tech-
nological solutions. This will lead to an
inevitable increase in the volume of data
produced with spillovers in every industry
and an exponential increase in the risks as-
sociated with the use of such data.

This is the challenge of the immediate fu-
ture that we must necessarily accept, and
we need professionals who know how to
help businesses manage and overcome it. &

It’s important we establish a culture
of data privacy among young people

Interview with

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Davis Alves, president of the National Association of Data Privacy
Professionals (ANPPD) and member of the National Council of Data
Protection (CNPD) discusses the roll-out of the Brazilian data protection
law and the importance of choosing the right date for Brazil’s National

Data-Protection Day.

LEADERS LEAGUE: With the entry into
force of the LGPD (Brazil’s data protec-
tion law), an increased demand for data
protection specialists was expected. Has
this transpired?

Davis Alves: The LGPD requires all busi-
nesses to have a data privacy professional,
either a DPO or a person in charge, with the
exception of small data-processing agents.
Yet many businesspeople are not even
aware of the existence of the law, let alone
the detail of the obligation for companies
to hire professionals capable of managing
data protection. Until the LGPD awareness
barrier is broken, recourse to data-privacy
professionals will remain limited.

You took over as president of ANPPD in
2019, a year before the LGPD came into
force. What changes have you observed
in the data-protection landscape since
then?

The number of people who know about the
LGPD today is most impressive. At first, I
was called crazy, and one person even
asked: “Davis, why do you want to bring
a European law to Brazil? Brazil has never
had wars like Europe, so worrying about
privacy is only for Europeans.”

This is just one example of the prevailing
mindset at the time, including by profes-
sionals who nowadays work with and earn
a lot of money from the regulation and
have recognize their error. Another fac-
tor that surprised me was the number of
multidisciplinary professionals talking to
each other, something never before seen
in the history of this country. The LGPD
put information technology professionals,
lawyers, directors and governance together
on a continuous basis at the same table, not
just to talk about the opening or closing of
companies. However, much still needs to
be done.

We need the LGPD to be discussed outside
the bubble of these professionals, for it to
reach entrepreneurs and politicians. Get-

ting these two groups on board is the most
important factor in ensuring the LGPD is
properly enforced in Brazil.

In the case of businessmen, it is important,
because if they do not buy into the idea of
data protection within corporations, da-
ta-privacy professionals will not be recog-
nized, and adequacy projects will not be
prioritized.

In the case of politicians, during their elec-
tion campaigns, in addition to the tradi-
tional issues such as public safety, health-
care, education, and the economy, now
they must also take a position on privacy
and data protection. If this does not hap-
pen, they will be running outdated political
campaigns for people from the last century!
The politician who campaigns on current
digital problems (hacks, privacy violations,
fake news, etc.), will gain traction with mil-
lennials and Gen Z — who will back some-
one championing these issues.

What is the process for evaluating a
prospective DPO? What profile and soft
skills are needed?

The expected profile is, mainly, deep
knowledge of the LGPD combined with the
requisite technical knowledge to be able to
carry out data protection in practice, thus
avoiding cyberattacks. This is achieved
through mastery of information and IT se-
curity measures. Legal knowledge is also
necessary for data privacy professionals
to understand what is called for. Finally,
knowledge of governance and processes
is indispensable, as we need technical and
administrative measures to be part of the
company’s ecosystem.

Regarding soft skills, good communication
skills are a must in order to bridge gaps be-
tween all sectors on the subject of data pro-
tection. In addition, leadership capabilities
are needed to steer an organization where it
needs to go and a holistic view is required
of how personal data is handled across all
areas of the business.
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What developments in the world of data
protection can we expect in 2023?

An increase in hack on companies: the
pandemic forced many employees to stay
at home, but companies could not ade-
quately protect their computer networks,
which began to be accessed from home
computers, which did not have the same
level of security, serving as weak spots
through which various cyberattacks were
made. The chickens have come home to
roost with these vulnerabilities, and soon
we will see many people and companies
saying that they had their social network
accounts hacked and corporate data stolen.
Lastly, I predict we will see the first com-
panies fined for not protecting data: at the
end of February, the ANPD released the
dosimetry process for sanctions, which
means that administrative fines can already
be applied. The National Authority has
also published a list of processes that are
in progress, and we believe that in the first
half of the year we will learn which compa-
nies will be the first to be fined.

Another trend will be people claiming
compensation from companies for dam-
ages caused by breaches of privacy: it is a
fact that data breaches can damage people’s
image, and art. 42 of the LGPD, states that
the institutions must compensate the dam-
ages to the people who had their image af-
fected by a data leak. The problem is that
there will also be people acting in bad faith
who will initiate lawsuits against a compa-

ny in the hope of securing compensation.
We need to see how the Brazilian judiciary
deals with this situation.

Then there is the establishment of Brazil’s
National Data Protection Day, with the bill
currently going through congress, which
after careful consideration has proposed
August 14th as National Data Protection
Day, a date which would allow several
schools and universities to be able to car-
ry out educational campaigns helping the
issue of privacy to take root culturally in
Brazilian society. This project is extremely
worthwhile, and we hope that it will be ap-
proved as soon as possible.

However, we have a big problem, an
amendment was proposed to the bill which
would see the date change to July 17th, a
month when schools and universities are
off. This would be a shame, because we
would be the only country in the world to
have a data protection day during a period
when the schools are closed. There is no
technical, legal or scientific basis to sup-
port this change, just an emotional argu-
ment in honor a distinguished deceased
Brazilian, whose merit is indisputable,
however, more important than National
Data Protection Day falling on the date of
their death, is that we establish a culture of
data privacy among young people. We ur-
gently need federal deputies and the presi-
dent of the republic to veto this amend-
ment to Bill 2076/2022 — an amendment
many are not even aware of.

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Isabella Becker, the current data protection officer at Grupo Boticario,
spoke to Leaders League about the maturing data-protection picture
in Brazil and the complexity of data processing in a company that has

many different commercial arms.

LEADERS LEAGUE: You arrived at Gru-
po Boticario from KPMG in 2022. What
was the main challenge in your first year
as Grupo Boticario’s DPO?

Isabella Becker: Taking into account the
size of Grupo Boticario and its complexity
— we are retail, industry, fintech, market-
place and more — the biggest challenge is
rolling out data-privacy standards across
the group and assuring separation between
related areas, such as legal or information
security. We are a partner area to these
divisions but independent and the com-
plexity and size of the group is challenging,
which means we are always aligned and
promoting awareness about the indepen-
dence, autonomy and processes of the area.

Grupo Boticario is the second most
admired company in Latin America in
terms of data, according to the State Of
Data Brazil 2022 survey. In your opin-
ion, why are you so highly regarded?

It has a lot to do with the fact that we want
to deliver value not only in our products,
but also in our services, and for that we
need the data we process to serve their
owners and not the other way around. We
believe that to build this value we need ro-
bust, technical and diverse teams when it
comes to how data is handled: in addition
to the privacy structure, we have varied
technology structures (such as governance,
architecture, culture and data security) that
allow the topic to continually be worked
on at both the technical and ethical level.

Regarding the evolution of data protec-
tion in Brazil, do you foresee any bumps
in the road?

Looking at the market as a whole, there
are still regulation points pending from the
National Data Protection Authority, that
will cover international data-transfer or

the treatment of sensitive data. Since da-
ta-treatment is increasingly promoted and
normalized in modern society, regulation
is necessary and urgent.

In your opinion, what is the level of ma-
turity of Brazilian companies in relation
to data processing compared to compa-
nies in other key global markets?

Not long ago, Brazil was seen as a country
which was sorely lacking on the subject of
data protection, so much so, in fact, that it
was not even recognized by the European
Union as a suitable country to receive in-
ternational data.

With the advent of the LGPD and our com-
pliance with international best practices,
the level of maturity of Brazilian compa-
nies quickly moved to the benchmark lev-
el. Grupo Boticario, for example, has been
working on adapting to the LGPD since
2018, so five years on we already have a
structured program and several control
mechanisms. Bearing in mind that the
theme has always been international, it can
be said that the market was self enforcing,
reaching maturity levels close to those of
EU countries.

What are the main objectives to be
achieved by Grupo Boticario in 2023
when it comes to data protection?

In terms of data privacy, the main objective
of Grupo Boticario going forward is to en-
sure the processing of personal data con-
tinues to be encouraged in an ethical and
safe manner. It has never been our inten-
tion to be data gatekeepers — on the con-
trary, we want the data holder to really feel
like they have ownership of their personal
information, and that, by providing them
with adequate levels of transparency, they
see value in the treatments carried out by
GB. «

Luciana Tadiello, the director of legal and data privacy at Samsung’s
Latin America office, discusses recent regulatory changes and how
they have affected the company’s data protection policy.

LEADERS LEAGUE: Tell us about your
role at Samsung.

Luciana Tadiello: Samsung is innovating for
a better world, where technology exists to-
gether with people and for the planet. From
commitments that re-energize our environ-
mental progress, to innovations tailored to
each unique lifestyle, Samsung is envisioning
a future where sustainability anchors innova-
tion and products are customized and con-
nected for every experience.

My current role, as Director of Legal and Data
Privacy at Samsung — Latin America Office
(LAO) is to follow this mission by helping the
company look for ways to be efficient, acces-
sible and business-oriented in a wide range of
legal topics that a market leader like Samsung
Electronics needs.

Samsung is present in more than 15 countries
in the Latin American region and has several
in-house lawyers working for the company.
Usually, in each country where Samsung op-
erates in the region there is a dedicated legal
team in place that’s responsible for addressing
the needs of local business. The LAO legal
team acts as a conduit to connect them to the
headquarters’ legal policies, procedures and
supports management’s overall business strat-
egy for the region. We work on a daily basis
to establish strategies which respond to major
disputes in litigation, arbitration and claims,
as well as review major contracts involving
large-scaleprojects. We also take care of data
privacy management to ensure privacy risks
are effectively identified and addressed, train-
ing and educating stakeholders to raise the
awareness on this subject across the region.
Finally, we act as regional business partners
to various Samsung departments, such as HR,
marketing, and sales.

What role does technology play in Sam-
sung’s legal department?

Technology plays a significant role for us. It
helps us manage legal documents, contracts
and agreements more efficiently. The increas-

ing amount of data in today’s world can only
be managed with security tools. We wouldn't
be able to research the vast amounts of legal
information, cases and regulations that are
important without some level of research
tools and analytics software.

Video conferencing, messaging apps and
other collaborative tools also help Samsung’s
legal department connect to our local teams
and partners, so that we can respond rapidly
to the demands that we have to deal with on
a daily basis, which come thick and fast at a
company like ours.

‘What regulatory changes have most affect-
ed the company’s data protection policy?
In general, data privacy laws and regula-
tory discussions are a big point of attention
for several countries in Latin America. For
example, we've recently seen important dis-
cussions about dosimetry regulation take
place in Brazil, significant progress by the
Data Privacy Authority in Chile, discussions
surrounding the modernization of Argenti-
na’s Data Privacy Law, among other privacy
conversations currently taking place across
the region. In order for Samsung to be in
a position to adapt to the pace of change
in the regulatory environment globally,
we have to constantly follow developments
and respond rapidly to new challenges.

What privacy issues will technology
companies in LatAm have to wrestle with?
Data privacy is a new matter for many, but it
has long been a pillar of Samsung’s commit-
ment to our customers all around the world.
Many Latin American countries have imple-
mented, or are implementing, various data
protection laws similar to the EU’s General
Data Protection Regulation (GDPR). We have
to adapt to this new reality. It is important to
have a full picture of which data are retained,
for how long and on what legal grounds they
are stored or processed, then communicate
this in a clear and visual way. o

Striking a Delicate Balance:

Moderating free speech online
and the case of Twitter

European authorities are concerned about the statements of Twitter’s boss as well as Twitter’s drastic
cuts in its means of moderating online content, particularly in the shadow of the Digital Services Act'
and the legal accountability of online platforms regarding their policies to fight misinformation and

ince the takeover of Twitter
by libertarian billionaire Mr.
Elon Musk in October 2022,
the  company

online media's content moderators, a cate-
gory already considered understaffed with
less than 2,000 agents for the whole world
before the dismissals.?

This situation has caused the French pub-
lic authority for audio-visual and digital
communication regulation (ARCOM) to
sound the alarm. Despite Elon Musk's
claims that hate speech had decreased
by a third since he bought the platform,
ARCOM reminded Twitter of its legal ob-
ligations to monitor online content. In
particular, the French regulator requested
Twitter to declare as soon as possible what
"human and technological" resources were
devoted to fighting disinformation. AR-
COM judged Twitter's answer to be very
vague and underlined Twitter's ambiguity
in the fight against disinformation. Thus,
the French authority expressed its regret
for the platform’s "very limited transpar-

ency concerning digital data"’.

At the European level, the Commissioner
for the Internal Market, Mr. Thierry Bret-
on, expressed his concerns to the new
Twitter boss during an interview regarding
the implementation of the Digital Services
Act ("DSA"). Breton warned Musk about
breaches of the new regulation and that
the European Union (EU) will not hesitate
to exercise its sanction power. Underlying
all of this are conflicting values between
Europe and Twitter’s new boss.

A need for moderation of online content

On the one hand, the "libertarian" Mr.
Musk sets up freedom of expression as an
absolute principle, which must take pre-
cedence over any potential censorship. On
the other hand, the EU advocates the need
to establish a safe online environment
in which people can move and express

themselves freely within the limits of any
abusive behavior that would compromise
the freedom and safety of others. In these
conditions, effective moderation of online
content is necessary to fight against mis-
information that presents a real danger to
our democratic systems, but also against
hate speech or threats that can undermine
people's safety. The choice of the Europe-
an legislature is to leave the responsibility
of this moderation to online platforms, in
compliance with the requirements set by
EU regulations.

In France, the government wished to an-
ticipate the entry into force of the DSA
with the French Law of August 24, 2021,
reinforcing in its Article 42 the compli-
ance with the principles of the French Re-
public*. This law imposes on platforms
with more than 15 million monthly visi-
tors a set of requirements concerning co-
operation with law enforcement agencies,
the implementation of notification and
repression systems for illegal, hateful con-
tent as well as transparency concerning
the moderation of such content. ARCOM
is the authority with sanctioning powers
of up to 6% of the operator's worldwide
turnover. For very large online platforms

(VLOPs), the requirements imposed by
the law combatting online hate are even
more important (such as the assessment of
the risks of spreading illegal hate content
as well as the obligation to take measures
to fight against this dissemination, while
preserving freedom of expression). In Ger-
many, the NetzDG law enacted in 2017
proposes a penalty regime against social
network hosts with fines that can range
from €5 million to €50 million.

How the DSA is changing the rules

One of the foundations of the DSA is to
make online behavior that would be ille-
gal offline just as illegal online®. The ob-
jectives are clear: to better protect Euro-
pean Internet users and their fundamental
rights, but also to help small European
businesses to develop while making the
VLOPs more responsible. By extending le-
gal liability to the latter, the EU wishes to
mitigate systemic risks, such as the manip-
ulation of information or misinformation.
The DSA will make it easier for users to
report illegal content and will oblige on-
line platforms to cooperate with "trusted
reporters". The VLOPs will also have to be
transparent in terms of content modera-
tion, including an internal system for han-
dling complaints, but also regarding their
advertising algorithms. “Digital services
coordinators" are planned to enforce these
obligations in all EU countries (ARCOM
in France). In case of non-compliance
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with these obligations, the coordinators
or the European Commission may impose
fines of up to 6% of the global turnover
of the offenders. The regulation came
into force on November 16, 2022, for
all online platforms (except the smallest)
and will be applicable as of February 17,
2024. However, the DSA will apply to
VLOPs as early as August 25, 20237

Of note, the European Commission no-
tified a list of qualified VLOPs which in-
cludes Twitter.

One of the difficulties in applying the new
regulation will be to control the quality of
moderation, both in its failures and in its
excesses. It will be necessary to prevent
platforms from exercising systematic cen-
sorship for fear of potential sanctions. Sev-
eral French and foreign politicians have
been censored by having their accounts
deactivated or their publications deleted.
To avoid the opposite excess, it will be
necessary to think about instituting a con-
trol on the extremes of moderation, so that
the moderation does not go too far and
does not justify Elon Musk’s libertarian
theories... A delicate balance must be
found that respects European values in the
search for our European digital sovereignty.

Dr Philipp Mels comments on the current state of digital & cyber
legislation, the challenges of introducing cloud-based solutions
and the recent ECJ ruling on employee data protection.

LEADERS LEAGUE: What digital and
cyber legislation will companies have to
observe in the future?

Philipp Mels: There are currently a large
number of new legal provisions regulat-
ing digital services, the provision and use
of data and the use of artificial intelligence
that are still in the legislative process, have
already been passed or have already come
into force and must be observed by com-
panies. The Digital Services Act, which will
be applicable starting 17 February 2024,
regulates digital services such as online
platforms, social networks or search en-
gines with regard to the topics of provider
liability, fines and due diligence.

The Digital Markets Act, which will apply
starting 2 May 2023, regulates the respec-
tive markets in terms of competition law or
antitrust law. It aims to ensure the smooth
functioning of the EU single market in the
digital sector by preventing gatekeepers ac-
tive in the digital sector from making fair
market access difficult or even impossible
for all companies. In case of infringements,
fines of up to 20 percent of the total world-
wide turnover achieved in the preceding
business year may be imposed.

Currently in the legislative process is the
Data Act, which is expected to apply 12
months after its promulgation (probably
from mid-2024 at the earliest) and focuses
on access to and use of non-personal data
in connection with products and services.
The Data Governance Act, which will ap-
ply starting 24 September 2023, aims to
strengthen trust in data sharing and mech-
anisms to increase data availability and
overcome technical barriers to the re-use
of data.

What do companies have to consider
regarding artificial intelligence?

Cloud solutions are indeed still by far the
No. 11T topic for companies. In most cases,
the advantages of cloud solutions outweigh

those of on-premise solutions, especially
with regard to cost reduction, IT security,
scalability as well as maintenance and care.
Unfortunately, the importance of the con-
tent of the SaaS contracts to be concluded
is often underestimated by companies.

What is the significance of the March
30th ruling by the European Court of
Justice on employee data protection?
The ECJ’s ruling is a drumbeat and could
have the consequence that the central le-
gal provision on the processing of employ-
ee data (Section 26 BDSG) in the German
Federal Data Protection Act may no lon-
ger be applicable due to the violation of
the General Data Protection Regulation
(GDPR).

Although the ECJ’s decision was based on
Section 23 of the Hessian Data Protection
and Freedom of Information Act (HDSIG),
its wording is almost identical to the word-
ing of Section 26 of the BDSG, so that the
ECJ’s evaluations can be applied to Sec-
tion 26 BDSG. According to the ECJ, the
German legislator did not sufficiently take
into account the requirements and limits of
Article 88 of the GDPR when enacting the
national provision. Article 88 is an open-
ing clause according to which EU mem-
ber states may, under certain conditions,
enact more specific provisions to ensure
data protection in the employment context
through national legislation.

The German legislator has made use of this
with Section 26 BDSG. The inapplicability
of Section 26 of the BDSG would conse-
quently no longer be used by companies as
an effective legal basis for the processing of
its employee data. The analogous process-
ing of personal employee data that is not
stored in a file system would no longer re-
quire justification. Additionally, it is ques-
tionable whether work agreements can
continue to be used as a legal basis under
data protection law. &

The principles of trademark law for the

Senior Partner, Irina Ozolina, from A.Zalesov & Partners speaks to

Leaders League about ground-breaking Russian IP cases, challenges
and opportunities in the patent, trademark, and copyright domains,
the importance of legal events participation, and the possible conse-

quences of IP in the metaverse.

LEADERS LEAGUE: You have been
practicing IP law with a focus on IP lit-
igation since 2003. What has been your
most groundbreaking case to date?

Irina Ozolina: It’s really difficult to sort
out only one. Since 2003, the IP litigation
practice has been developing rapidly. Af-
ter 2013, the IP Court was established in
Russia, which tremendously changed the
level of expertise in IP litigation. Then, the
Supreme Arbitration Court was substituted
by the Economical Panel of the Supreme
Court — and every stage brought its own
groundbreaking case for our team.

Of course, most of the cases I'm not han-
dling alone. Dr. Alexey Zalesov has the
highest level of expertise in patent disputes
and is now a managing partner at our firm.
Additionally, we have Maria Makhlina,
who heads our Patent Department. Both
are always very supportive.

Many of our mutual cases were considered
ground-breaking: the first case on infringe-
ment of a pharmaceutical patent for a new
application of unitiol, the first case on the
compensation of moral harm for a patent
infringement — both in the early 2000s,
the first two cases on the standard essen-
tial patent in 2012 — 2014, the first case
on infringement of a three-dimensional
trademark, where the shape of the product
was imitating the trademark, in 2008. We
were the first to appeal the analog of a sup-
plementary protection certificate before the
IP Court since the patent protection was
prolongated due to the marketing authori-
zation (which was not the first).

The most important cases were managed
on behalf of major multinational compa-
nies, but my personal best is the one I han-
dled for a Russian regional manufacturer of
municipal equipment. It was a case about

patent infringement, and I was represent-
ing a defendant. I managed to prove to the
court the lack of equivalency, despite the
fact that the expert nominated by the court
found equivalency, in other words, patent
infringement. It was one of the first cases
where the judge took a decision contrary
to the findings of an expert thus giving the
judge’s own argumentations about equiv-
alency.

You represent clients in matters of pat-
ent, trademark, and copyright enforce-
ment. What are some current opportuni-
ties in the IP sector?

IP enforcement is really effective in Russia.
Court prohibition is allowed in trademark
and patent cases, but monetary compen-
sations are much higher in trademark and
copyright cases because of the differences
in the ways of their calculations. T do not
see that anything has changed in 2022 in
comparison to 2021 or earlier, at least for
our clients. The courts tend to satisfy IP
claims, and I do not see any changes de-
pending on the place of residence of the
claimant.

There were a lot of rumors and talks that IP
protection was canceled in my jurisdiction,
but in fact, real amendments touched only
a very specific article about compulsory
licensing for the state needs (the article is
quite old, but only two licenses have ever
been granted) and parallel importation.
Some brands and some types of goods
are now allowed for parallel importation,
provided that they are legally sold by the
trademark owner somewhere in the world.
One odd court decision about Peppa Pig,
which made a lot of noise, was overruled,
but we didn’t witness anything similar in
other cases.
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You are an active speaker for a variety of
IP events in Russia. Tell us more about
your past speakership experiences and
why event participation is important to
the legal community.
I would sort out three main types of events
I'm participating in as a speaker:
- Events for different industries, where I
speak about IP law to businesses
- Practical legal events with IP lawyers and
general lawyers, where we discuss IP
issues among colleagues, mostly from a
practical point of view
- Academic legal events, where the basics
of IP laws can be discussed, and some
new concepts worked out and suggested
During the past calendar year, our firm
was deeply involved in the preparation
of the Russian Patent Congress with more
than 1,000 participants, and our part-
ner Maria Makhlina and I organized and
moderated a round table devoted to IP in
Fashion. We managed to gather design-
ers, clothing manufacturers, organizers of
fashion exhibitions, and representatives of
the Russian and Eurasian patent offices.
In April, I returned from a Baltic Legal
Forum, where I spoke about recent court
practices related to parallel imports regu-
lation, and almost immediately after that,
I took part in a Congress on the Interna-
tional Private Law organized by the Mos-
cow State Academy of Law. At this event,
[ was invited to discuss the legal issues of
multinational inventions.
The same is done by my partners. For ex-
ample, Alexey Zalesov is frequently invit-
ed to speak about patent disputes in the
pharma field.
These events give us a better overview
of recent legal developments and help to
work out joint opinions with colleagues
and regulators, such as RU PTO and the
Eurasian Patent Office, to make our IP
system protection better.

You have served as the Executive Secre-
tary to the Russian National Group of
AIPPI since 2014. How has this affect-
ed your professional experience as an
attorney?

First, involvement in the substantial work
of AIPPI (preparing submissions on Study
Questions for the next congress and work-
ing in the discussion of Resolutions) gives
a very wide overview of different legal
concepts in difficult IP issues. For exam-
ple, when there is a minor difference in
the legal concept of the same issue in your
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jurisdiction and another jurisdiction, you
can foresee your foreign client’s needs
and challenges in IP protection, and then
offer them the best solutions in advance.
This is, of course, a great opportunity for
cross-border work with IP colleagues, and
it’s really impossible to overestimate. It’s
also a mutual exchange of opinions and
teamwork within the national group,
which helps to constantly be on top of IP
developments.

What are some types of unfair behavior,
such as law evasion, you are witnessing
in the market and how do you combat
this on behalf of your clients?

Unfair behavior in IP is the same all
over the world, and I do not think that
my jurisdiction has some specialties on
this. Dating back to the late 90s — early
2000s, trademark and patent squatting
(registration of foreign trademarks and
patents not protected in Russia, in the
name of NPEs or even competitors) be-
came a real challenge for the Russian IP
system. But the court and administrative
practice managed to cope with this, and
then the amendments of the laws were
introduced, which limited possibilities
of this unfair behavior. For example, one
of the first patent cases when our clients
faced such squatting was based on unfair
patenting of a device as a utility model.
It is important to note that before 2015
in Russia a utility model was considered
novel if it was not known by publications
worldwide, or from open use in Russia
(relative worldwide novelty). Since open
use abroad was not considered a bar to
novelty, it triggered unfair market players
to patent minor technical amendments
of competitors, and then prevent com-
petitors from importing these modifi-
cations into Russia. After a row of quite
famous cases, the law was amended, and
now utility model patents should have a
worldwide novelty.

We also have a wide number of rules of
laws to prevent this type of behavior from
both sides. For example, unfair trademark
registration can be challenged before RU
PTO as a registration misleading consum-
ers, or before Russian Antimonopoly Ser-
vice as an unfair competition behavior.
Establishing the IP Court and bringing in-
validation and infringement cases to this
court (the IP Court is a cassation instance
for infringement cases) does not allow
the parties to play with a different con-
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struction of patent claims or trademark
scope of protection in these two types of
dispute, which was possible before due to
the bifurcated system used in Russia.

At the same time, we witness some wor-
rying lacunes in the laws and court prac-
tice, thus allowing some to evade the law
from time to time. Now, there’s no stable
concept of permitted descriptive use of
a trademark and no clear court test for
equivalency in patent disputes. There
are also still other issues that allow un-
fair behavior of rightful owners and their
counterparts. However, the practice is still
developing.

What are your thoughts on the imple-
mentation of trademarks and copyright
in the metaverse?

In my opinion, no matter what instru-
ments humanity creates, the law is sup-
posed to structure and govern relation-
ships between people, and the basics of
these relationships still remain the same.
For example, trademarks are used to dis-
tinct one source of goods or services from
all the others, and in the metaverse, they
still will be used for the same purpose. If
the idea of the metaverse is going to be
implemented as it is intended, and it be-
comes an integral part of our life, trade-
marks in the metaverse and in real life
will be perceived by the same consumers,
and consumers should not be misled.
Therefore, the principles of trademark
law for the metaverse should be the same
as the principles of trademark law in real
life. The most important impact will be in
definitions: what should be meant by
“goods”? What does it mean to “place a
trademark on goods™ Obviously, placing
a trademark on some good in the
metaverse is an illusion created by soft-
ware means. Who will be considered an
infringer if a trademark is “placed” on
goods in the metaverse? I'm sure all these
matters will sooner or later be solved by
national court practices or even by minor
amendments to the current laws (or may
be based on international conventions
devoted to the digital world). However,
based on the current principles of IP law,
no revolution is needed. It will be more
or less the same with copyrights, but we
should also keep in mind that the
metaverse itself will be copyrighted to
some extent (as a software), and there
should not be any confusion on this
point. ¢

Joao de Travassos, Partner, Travassos, Albuquerque & Associados
discusses the need for continual training and learning in technology,
the complexity of contracts related to ERP systems, and the impor-
tance of transmitting legal certainty in emerging technology.

LEADERS LEAGUE: How do you advise
clients on drafting and negotiating con-
tracts related to ERP systems, such as
software licenses, maintenance agree-
ments, and service level agreements?

Joao de Travassos: The answer involves
a multitude of issues for each of the afore-
mentioned contractual realities. A software
licensing contract has a greater focus on
the protection of use, whether in terms of
guaranteeing the protection of the creator's
intellectual right, but which may have
added a set of services, whether cloud or
on-premises, which in turn can invariably
have aggregated a service level agreement.
A software implementation contract, on
the other hand, invariably has a licensing
contract attached, and may or may not also
have a maintenance component, which may
also have a service level agreement. This re-
ality can even be exponentiated when other
modules and components are added to the
ERP in question, including software, and
they can also follow the mentioned contrac-
tual path. This is a complex legal reality that
requires an effort to make it simple, but es-
sentially to be adequate and adaptable. This
is always our concern: clarify the terms and
assert contractual adequacy to its object and

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the legal position of the client in the busi-
ness, whether who acquires the solution,
who distributes it, who implements it, or
who manufactures it. What we usually wit-
ness is, unfortunately, the opposite, whether
working on a national or international level.
This lack of adequacy, often complete ab-
sence, based on the widespread standardiza-
tion of drafts, raises a number of problems,
not only with regard to the specificities of
the law applicable in each legal system (just
look at the profound differences between
the Anglo-Saxon and the Roman-Germanic
systems), as well as the specificities of the
contractual object, such as the contractual
subjects, which is completely counterpro-
ductive, as we cannot have a standard con-
tract when we want customized software.

How do you ensure that your clients’
ERP contracts are in compliance with
applicable laws and regulations, such as
GDPR and consumer’s law?

Depending on the ERP, the applicable laws
and regulations are different, depending
specifically on the business area for which
the ERP is designed or developed. This is
the wonder of working with the legal com-
ponent of the software. Software is present
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in our lives everywhere, for everything.
This multiplicity of solutions necessarily
involves a multiplicity of legal and regula-
tory situations for which we must attend.
ERP is no exception. For example, an in-
voicing ERP necessarily has a large com-
ponent of compliance with tax regulations,
including a certification process with the
authorities. In an ERP for human resources
management, the adequacy component, in
addition to tax, is labor, and of course, as
stated, GDPR. It always involves a case-by-
case analysis and an adaptation study of the
computer system that we are working with.
But this adaptation is constant because leg-
islative updates are constant. Most of the
technological updates of an ERP are due to
legislative changes. That's the challenge.

How do you handle the fast pace of inno-
vation in the technology sector and the
protection of your clients’ rights?

We study and are always learning to keep
up with the fast pace of innovation. We
have a culture of constant training in our
office. The youth of the entire team also
give us a predisposition to better navigate
these matters. We have this learning expe-
rience with our clients as we learn a lot
from them. It is mandatory to know the
systems from a technical-computer point
of view, to be able to apply the technical-le-
gal component. The constant evolution is
an exciting challenge.

How do you help clients navigate the
legal and ethical considerations involved
in emerging technologies, such as AlI,
blockchain, and others?

Our goal is to transmit legal certainty to the
situations presented to us. This process
also involves a process of demystifying
ideas whose specific legal framework is
(still) non-existent. Based on what already
exists, we extend it to these new solutions.
However, not all emerging technologies are
(ye) eligible and not all are good or revolu-
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tionary. Not everything that is fashionable
is necessarily good or useful. Only a greater
degree of maturity of some solutions will
decisively influence a legislative produc-
tion that harmonizes them with the legal
systems, and necessarily with the moral
and ethical principles that underlie them.
This is the case with Al I have no doubt
that we may soon be witnessing a new in-
dustrial revolution, but with an even great-
er impact than this one. This path, al-
though quicker than in the past — also a
result of technology — is not done over-
night, it is done in an empirical way and
with systemic adequacy. By doing so, we
will succeed and we will make the most of
its advantages, in a cross-cutting way, and
not just sectoral.

Francisco J. (Kiko) Carrion, Partner in the Litigation and Intellectual

LEADERS LEAGUE: What new develop-
ments have you seen in the healthcare
industry over the last year?

Francisco J. (Kiko) Carrion: The main
novelty in this regard is the entry into force
of the Royal Decree 192/2023, regulating
medical devices, which became effective
on March 21. This Royal Decree, which
replaces those in force since 2019, adapts
the national regulations on medical devices
according to what is dictated by the Euro-
pean Union Regulation, that’s been in force
since 2021.

Also, it is important to mention the Agree-
ment on a Unified Patent Court (UPC) that
entered into force in March 2023. The
Unified Patent Court (UPC) will officially
open for business on June 1, 2023. The
UPC provides proprietors with a means of
avoiding the high costs and risk and com-
plexity associated with multiple litigation
in different jurisdictions. Its specialized
and highly qualified judges will establish
harmonized case law and increase legal
certainty. So far, all EU Member States

except Croatia, Poland and Spain have ad-
hered the Agreement.

How will the reform of the Pharma Law
impact Spain?

This reform presents important changes
and regulatory developments in relation to
the legislation governing pharmaceutical
laboratories and healthcare. In Spain, the
Ministry of Health has proposed three laws
and three regulations, including the mod-
ification of the law on guarantees of medi-
cines and medical devices (The Medicines
and Medical Devices Act), the decree on
pricing, and the decree on the assessment
of health technologies. In addition, as a re-
sult of this reform, Spain is also planning
to make substantial changes in the early
access to drugs - before and after the cor-
responding marketing authorization — in
order to establish and guarantee rapid deci-
sion-making procedures for drugs that of-
fer the greatest potential for improvement
as well as mechanisms to manage uncer-
tainty in access to financing and price.
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As Al and other technology tools are ad-
vancing in the healthcare industry, how
does that impact clients from a legal per-
spective?

As innovations in artificial intelligence
(AD) evolve, healthcare professionals from
multiple disciplines are expressing their
concern about Al as it relates to health-
care, since legal responses will likely be re-
quired to ensure necessary protections for
patients. Hasty adoption of these systems
may result in errors by healthcare profes-
sionals and cause harm to patients if they
are used directly as substitutes for personal
care. This harm could result in a significant
number of patient complaints.

The use of health-related Al will conflict
with the law in a number of ways, and it
will be necessary to consider, for exam-
ple, whether medical device regulation,
medical malpractice laws, product liability
laws, and professional self-regulation and
accreditation will adequately address the
possibility of error by Al In this regard,
how liability should be attributed between
healthcare professionals and Al developers
and manufacturers will need to be consid-
ered.

What have been the most challenging IP
disputes?

After several years of a global pandemic
due to COVID-19 that was finally brought
under control by investment in vaccine re-
search, pharmaceutical labs are now in dis-
putes over patent infringement of COVID
vaccines.

Moderna sued Pfizer and BioNTech for
infringing patents Moderna filed between
2010 and 2016 on its mRNA technology.
Moderna filed its own lawsuit over Pfizer
and BioNTech's Comirnaty vaccine, seek-
ing damages for alleged infringement of its
patents. Pfizer, BioNTech and Moderna are
also litigating in Germany, the Netherlands
and the United States. Pfizer and BioN-

Tech are in counterclaims proceedings in
the United States and, in parallel, all three
companies are involved in U.S. patent dis-
putes with other companies over vaccines.
CureVac, which also develops mRNA tech-
nology, is involved in patent lawsuits with
Pfizer and BioNTech in Germany and the
United States, as well as in the High Court
in London, where a trial is expected to take
place in July 2024.
