to be prefixed with the pen to the former, will show at a glance

both its acquisitions and its most immediate wants. Without some

manual of this kind, it would be exceedingly dificnlt, ifnot impossible,

in making the necessary purchases, to ! void buying duplicates, and

equally dificult to select judiciously as many thousand volumes as are

required for this Library. It is, we believe, the first library of

so considerable an extent that has ever been called at once into

existence ; that of Gottingen, the nearest parallel, was founded more
than a century ago, when the whole number of printed books was

less than half their present number. Should the Astor Library ever

become a parallel to that in excellence and completeness, it will

be as great an honor to the new world as that is to the old. The

circumstance just mentioned greatly increases the responsibility of the

first directors of this Institution : they are intrusted with the creation,

not the mere extension of a library, and are aware that to do this

well they must do it systematically. In furtherance of this purpose,

they called for some document like that here presented ; and, in com

pliance with their directions, this Index has been prepared, which, it

is hoped, will not wholly fail to answer the object in view. Imperfect

as it is, its compilation has been a work of great labor, requiring a

careful survey of the wide range of human knowledge. Some indul

gence may be claimed for its imperfections and defects from the nature

of the work, which no length of time and no degree offidelity could

make absolutely faultless, and from the limited time given for prepari ng

it. The typographical errors with which it abounds are entitled to

less indulgence ; for these no apology can be ofl

but the poor

one ofunavoidable haste in correcting the proofs.

interest and importance, are deviations from the general plan for his

own especial benefit. In due time

without doubt, the public will be

furnished with such Catalogues , both alphabetical and classified, as will

render the Library most serviceable to them . The Index not being
intended for public use, it may be proper to say, that the cost of

printing it is not a charge upon the funds of the Library— the Super

intendent considered it his duty to furnish the Trustees with copies ofit,

either in manuscript or in print, and as there is no material difference

in the expense, the latter was preferred as the more convenient form

fir him and for them . It is hardly necessary to add that such Cata

lognes, ifmade now,
when the Library numbers not more than thirty

thousand volumes, would be wholly useless when it has reached its

complement of a hundred thousand. It is not published, and no more

c0pies have been printed than will be needed for the use of this

library and leave a few for distribution to other public institutions.

In the appendixes to this lastwork much bibliographical information is given,

The close connexion between Bibliography and Literary H istory renders it
impou

‘

ble to take a complete survey of the one without often encroaching

upon the territory ofthe other, nor can it be wholly avoided in a more super

ficial outline like the preceding. Namur, who has great reputation as a

bibliographor, includes in Bibliography so much ofl i terary History as is con
tained in general, national, and professional biography, under a new division,

which he calls Bio-Bibliography. This is evidently extending its dominion

beyond its proper province,which is to treat ofbooks in theirmaterial forms and
features, rather than ofthe minds and characters ofauthors, and disregarding
the distinctions between the Fond Idéal and the Forms Littéraire, as they are
called by Albert in his Classification Bibliographiquo. Be this as it may,

there can be no doubt of the right ofBibliography to claim an interest in

that portion of Lite rary History that is found in General Biographical Dic
tionaries and Lite rary Journals, hence to complete this outline, as far as its

plan contemplates, a selection must be made from these two departments.
